1, Mark W. Greiner, declare and state as follows:

1. I am a shareholder at Fredrikson & Byron P.A. (“Fredrikson™), counsel for
Comerica Bank & Trust, N.A. (“Comerica™), the Personal Representative of the Estate (the
“Estate™) of Prince Rogers Nelson (the “Decedent”). 1 am the lead attorney representing
Comerica in connection with the Iistate.

2. 1 have been practicing in the area of tax, trust, and estate planning for
approximately 25 years and am a fellow of the American College of Trust and Estate Counsel. |
also serve as the Chair of the Trusts & Estates Group at Fredrikson.

3. For the time period of February 2018 through May 2018, Fredrikson’s legal
services bave focused on five primary areas: Estate Administration, Litigation, Infertainment,
Real Estate, and Intellectual Property Monitoring and Protection.

4. With respect to Estate Administration, Fredrikson has focused on: supervising and
coordinating the overall administration of the Estate and its assets; coordinating with accountants
on various tax and accounting issues for the I'state and its businesses and advising on certain tax-

related issues; communicating with heirs” counsel and advisors, mediator and the Court

regarding estate administration and transactions, including responding to inquiries and

various Estate documents; preparing a full inventory of assets of the Estate and accountings of
Estate transactions; advising Comerica regarding general Estate administration; assisting with
matters related to transfer of Estate assets to secure facilities; cooperating with and providing
requested information to the Second Special Administrator; and advising on matters related to
museum operations and other exhibits or events utilizing Estate assets.

matiers; preparing coexistence agreements; sending cease and desist letters to parties infringing

rights held by the estate; working with existing licensees to manage consistent trademark use and

sub-licensing opportunities in accordance with the Estate’s agreements; managing further third-

party licensing activities; and providing recommendations to Comerica regarding and continuing

the process of filing trademark applications worldwide to fill gaps in protection and to protect

future licensing opportunities.

9. For efficiency, clarity, tracking purposes, and to ensure that fees and costs are
properly allocated to the appropriate payer for tax purposes (e.g., the Estate or one of its
managed entities), Fredrikson has separated the legal services it has provided for the benefit of
the Estate into scparate matters, including based on the type of service provided.

H).  Attached hereto as Lxhibit A are the Fredrikson invoices for services rendered
from February 1, 2018 through February 28, 2018. The fee total is $306,715.00 and the costs
total is $29,528.03. |

11.  Attached hereto as Exhibit B are the Fredrikson mvoices for services rendered
from March 1, 2018 through March 31, 2018. The fee total 1s $410,710.00, and the costs total is
$27,953.21.

12. Attached hereto as Exhibit C are the Fredrikson invoices for services rendered
from Aprif 1. 2018 through April 30, 2018. The fee total is $585,013.50, and the costs total is

$38.860.85.
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13, Attached hereto as Exhibit D are the Fredrikson invoices for services rendered
from May 1, 2018 through May 31, 2018. The fee total is $278,856.50, and the costs total is
$35,761.74.

14.  The attorneys’ fees incurred by the Estate during March and April 2018 are higher
than usual due to the considerable amount of work require to prepare for and conduct the Boxill
arbitration, as well as to defend against and defeat eleventh-hour motions and appeals by Boxill
seeking to stay the arbitration. More than half of the legal fees billed by Fredrikson for March
and April 2018 related to the Boxill matters.

15. In our roles as lead aftorneys for Comerica, Karen Steinert and 1 personally
review every invoice each month before submitting the invoice to Comerica. We also have the
attorneys managing each particular matter review all timekeeper entries on the matter before the
invoice is submitted to Comerica. If we believe that an inordinate amount of time was spent on a
particular task or some other factor exists that does not justify charging the Estate for particular
services performed by a Fredrikson time-keeper, we “write-off” or reduce the time entry prior (o
invoicing Comerica. Based on this internal review of each invoice, I affirm that all wori& for
which we billed on every mvoice was performed for the benefit of the Estate, was necessary for
the administration of the Estate, or mainienance or protection of Estate assets, and that the fees
and costs charged to Comerica are reasonable based on the time and complexily invoived and the
results obtamed.

16. Every year Fredrikson analyzes attorneys’ fees charged by similar firms in
Minnesota and the upper-Midwest and adjusts its attorneys’ fees accordingly. In addition to
market factors. in setting the hourly rate of each individual timekeeper at Fredrikson. the {irm

takes mnto account cach individual’s experience and expertise.

17. The hourly rates charged by Yredrikson in this matter are our standard local
hourly rates. No premium or national rate adjustments have been made in connection with any
matter relating to the Estate.

20, The legal services billed by Fredrikson and the other outside counsel retained by
Comerica from February 2018 through May 2018 were not duplicative of the tasks performed by
Comerica for the benefit of the Estate. Fredrikson communicates with Comerica on a daily basis
to ensure the efficient administration of the Estate and the maintenance and protection of the

Estate’s assets.
