AMENDED NOTICE OF MOTION AND MOTION

The defendant is charged with second degree intentional murder, third degree murder, and
second degree manslaughter. The case is set for trial April 1, 2019. Pursuant to the Minnesota
Rules of Evidence and the laws of the State of Minnesota, the State hereby moves the Court to
exclude testimony from defense witness Emanuel Kapelsohn on grounds that he is not sufficiently
qualified to render an expert opinion in this case. Alternatively, the State moves the court for an
order limiting Mr. Kapelsohn’s testimony to conform to the rules of evidence and laws of the State
of Minnesota.

In addition to those issues previously raised in the State’s supporting memorandum filed
on February 15, 2019, the State further asserts Mr. Kapelsohn is insufficiently qualified to render
an opinion on either Officer Harrity’s or the defendant’s purported psychological response to
stress, including physical and perceptual changes during stressful events, perceptual or cognitive
distortions, body alarm reaction, memory distortion, or auditory exclusion. Mr. Kapelsohn also is

insufficiently qualified to render an opinion based on “force science.”
