AMENDMENTS TO THE SPECIAL RULES
FOR APPOINTMENT AND COMPENSATION OF COUNSEL
IN ISOLATION AND QUARANTINE CASES

[Note: In the following amendments, deletions are indicated by a line drawn through the words
and additions are indicated by a line drawn under the words.]

RULE 3 — ISOLATION AND QUARANTINE DEFENSE PANEL
(a) Recruitment and Training. Every threefive years, the State Court Administrator’s
Office shall recruit a panel of attorneys, verify their qualifications, and train the attorneys to
serve as court-appointed counsel in isolation and quarantine cases.
(b) Appointment Order. At the request of the State Court Administrator, the Supreme
Court by an Order shall appoint these qualified and trained attorneys to the Isolation and
Quarantine Defense Panel for threefive-year terms, and establish the hourly compensation rate

and expense reimbursement limit.
