We write on behalf of Comerica Bank & Trust, N.A., in its role as personal representative
(“Personal Representative™) of the Estate of Prince Rogers Nelson to follow-up on our letter
dated November 7, 2017 and in response to the letter filed by counsel for Sharon, John, and
Norrine Nelson (“SNJ”) on November 8, 2017.

As set forth in our November 7 letter, we agree with the Court that the appointment of a
facilitator/mediator may assist with the resolution of perceived communication challenges among
the Heirs and between SNJ and the Personal Representative. As is apparent from SNJ’s letter
(which seeks appointment of a mediator to resolve only issues related to Mr. McMillan’s non-
disclosure agreement), the parties have been unable to reach agreement on the scope of the
facilitator/mediator’s role.
