REVIEW ORDER

The above-entitled matter came on for review before the undersigned, one of the judges of the district court, on April 20, 2010, pursuant to Minn. Stat. Sec. 260C.212 subd. 7.  


Based upon the reports filed with the Court and all the files, records and proceedings herein, the Court makes the following:

FINDINGS OF FACT


1.  On February 11, 2010, this Court issued an Order confirming a voluntary out-of-home placement at Prairie Lakes Youth Programs.

 
2.   Pursuant to the Court's request, the Court has received from Lac qui Parle County Family Service Center a report outlining the services provided to the juvenile to assist in her transition from placement in the event she remains in placement until eighteen years of age.  The Court is conducting a review of these efforts pursuant to Minn. Stat. §260C.212 subd. 7.



3.  That the juvenile has not yet received notice of the right to continue to access services beyond the age of 18 and the right to appeal the denial of any such services.  This notice must be provided before she turns eighteen;



   4.  Plans have been made to insure the juvenile has obtained a high school diploma or its equivalent.  




   5.  Information has not yet been provided to the juvenile to assist in her ability to use public transportation.  She will be getting her driver's license after she finishes taking driver’s training, which is in progress.  Progress toward this goal must continue to be monitored.



   6. Information has not yet been provided to the juvenile regarding her prospects for employment or enrollment in post-secondary education since she just turned age sixteen.  She has been tested to determine vocational interests.  Progress toward this goal must continue to be monitored.


    7.  Information on application for post-secondary financial aid has not yet been provided since she just turned sixteen.  Progress toward this goal must continue to be monitored.



 8.  Information relating to healthcare coverage for the child is provided.  She receives some public benefits for healthcare.  Progress toward this goal is sufficient.




   9.  Information relating to the child's application or ability to obtain disability income assistance has not been provided as she is not currently eligible for those benefits.



10. Information relating to the ability of the child to obtain affordable housing, with necessary financial support, is premature given her age and probability of returning home prior to age eighteen.  Progress toward this goal must continue to be monitored.


    11. Information regarding the child's funds for housing rental is premature given her age and probability of returning home prior to age eighteen.  Progress toward this goal must continue to be monitored.


    12. Alternative housing planning is premature given her age and probability of returning home prior to age eighteen.  Progress toward this goal must continue to be monitored.

Registration with the Selective Service is not applicable.

            14.  Permanent connections with caring adults are established.  

     15. The following indicates the progress made in obtaining the following documents for the juvenile:

ORDER

Based upon the foregoing IT IS HEREBY ORDERED:


1.  Some progress has been made by Lac qui Parle County Family Service Center on the requirements of Minn. Stat. §260C.212 subd. 7, but since the juvenile recently turned sixteen, more progress would be necessary.  Accordingly, the Court will further review this matter in six months if the juvenile remains placed out of home.
