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Overview 

eFile and eServe changes improving usability and business processes will be in effect on Friday, August 2, 2013.  
The following are the new and enhanced features: 

• “Lead” removed from Document field label 

• Added ability to enter a Canada or Mexico party address  

• View receipt option displays when filer submits a filing 

Field Name Change on Filing Tab 
To help ensure a separate filing code is attached to each document and to minimize confusion, the word “Lead” 
has been removed from the field label. A separate filing code should be selected for each “Document” that is 
eFiled.  

 

 
Adding a filing code for each document ensures each filing is visible as an event in the Register of Actions.  For 
more information, refer to the eFile User Alert.

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Foreign Address 
As cases can involve parties with addresses outside of the U.S., eFile and eServe now allows the entry of a 
foreign address.  Specific fields appear depending on whether the user selects Canada or Mexico.
