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Contract Motivational Enhancement Therapy (MET) Facilitator
Second Judicial District

The Second Judicial District, Criminal Division, is seeking proposals from a qualified person under contract to provide Motivation Enhancement Therapy (MET) to participants’ in the Adult Substance Abuse Court (ASAC) in order to decrease the gaps in treatment services and immediately engage participants in the treatment process. The proposal shall be submitted for a 10 month period of time, from approximately December 1, 2011 through September 30, 2012, and may be extended.

Following is a description of the work and listing of the proposal requirements.  This is not a bid but a request for a proposal that could become the basis for negotiations leading to a contract for a Motivational Enhancement Therapy Facilitator (MET) to serve as an independent contractor, and not as an employee of the State of Minnesota.  

I.	OBJECTIVE.  The goal of this request for proposal is to enable the Second Judicial District Court to secure a Facilitator, in an efficient and cost-effective manner, to conduct Motivational Enhancement Therapy (MET) to participants who are referred to the Adult Substance Abuse Court (ASAC) and those who have just started ASAC, who have not yet entered treatment. Although ASAC attempts to get participants involved in chemical dependency treatment as quickly as possible, sometimes there are delays with referrals, insurance approval, and bed availability. By utilizing MET, ASAC is able to fill this gap in services and immediately engage participants in the treatment process. In addition, participants are referred to MET when they are having feelings of being “stuck” and/or thoughts of relapse to work through these issues that are so common in early recovery. 

II.	DEFINITION/QUALIFICATIONS.  For the purpose of this request for proposal, a MET Facilitator must be knowledgeable and preferably trained in Motivational Enhancement Therapy, Motivational Interviewing, Stages of Change Model and Continuum of Care. The MET Facilitator must have experience in Relapse Prevention, Cognitive Behavioral Programming, facilitating groups, and Community Recovery Models. In addition, the Facilitator must have the ability to understand the dynamic of human behavior in individuals and groups, and refer participants to appropriate ancillary services. An understanding and/or experience in Problem-Solving Courts are preferred. 

III.	DESCRIPTION OF WORK.   Motivational Enhancement Therapy (MET) Facilitator responsibilities include:
a. Facilitate MET sessions for participants involved in ASAC in the courthouse (including organization of each session) 
b. Provide mentoring, support and/or referrals to participants on an as needed basis. 
c. Review and update MET Counselor’s manual. 
d. Report all updates to the Adult Substance Abuse Court Team including, client attendance, participation, completion and/or termination from the MET.
e. Attend weekly staffing and court as necessary
f. Report all information as needed for evaluation purposes, including participants referred, accepted, completed and terminated on a quarterly basis and surveys. 

IV.	BASIS FOR PAYMENT.  This is a grant-funded position. The contract MET Facilitator will be paid $25.00 per hour for 20 hours per week; not to exceed approximately $30,000 total throughout the life of the grant. 
	
V.	CONTRACTOR REQUIREMENTS.  A criminal background check is required of all contractors. In addition, contractor will be required to sign:
a. Affidavit of Non-Collusion indicating contractor has submitted the proposal without collusion
b. Certification regarding debarment certifying contractor has not been disqualified from federal funding
c. Drug Free work place form

VI.	PROPOSAL CONTENTS.  Each submission in response to this request for proposal must contain:

A. Resume.  Your proposal must include the resume of the individual who would perform the services of a MET Facilitator in this request for proposal.  The resume must be up-to-date, include the names and telephone numbers of at least three references, and demonstrate the individual’s knowledge and expertise in MET, facilitating groups, and recovery maintenance. 

B. Other Conditions.  Your proposal must indicate relevant experience, the financial parameters within which you are willing to perform, and your availability to the court. Please be as specific as possible, including details such as to whether:
· your proposal is for an hourly and/or per session;
· the maximum time per week that you can commit;
· experience with Problem-Solving Courts
· other.    
   
All reasonable proposals will be considered.

Selected contractors must agree to Judicial Branch terms and conditions and sign a professional services contract.  The professional services contract will contain a contract termination clause if the work product of the MET facilitator is not satisfactorily performed in the judgment of the Judicial Branch.  

The Second Judicial District is not obligated to respond to any proposal submitted nor is it legally bound in any manner whatsoever by the submission of a proposal.  The Second Judicial District reserves the right to cancel or withdraw the request for proposal at any time if it is considered to be in its best interest.  In the event the request for proposal is cancelled or withdrawn for any reason, the Second Judicial District shall have no liability to any proposer for any reason for any costs or expenses incurred in connection with this request for proposals or otherwise.  The Second Judicial District also reserves the right to reject any or all proposals, or parts of proposals, to waive any informalities therein, and to extend proposal due dates.
