The program provides an introduction to court interpreting by studying the Minnesota Judicial System and legal terms, practicing interpreting techniques, and analyzing the role of interpreters in the court system.
Court interpreters play a vital role in court proceedings that involve foreign language speaking individuals as litigants or witnesses.  Court interpretation is a highly specialized form of interpreting that cannot be effectively performed without commensurate specialized training and skills.  The court interpreter’s job is to produce a linguistically true and legally appropriate interpretation of the meaning from source to target language.
Participants must have previously passed the Ethics Exam administered by the MN Court Interpreter Program.
Beginning in 2007, interpreters must meet an additional requirement for inclusion on the Court Interpreter Roster:  demonstrated proficiency in English and any language for which they wish to interpret.  Language proficiency can be demonstrated through educational experience and/or language testing.  For full details, contact the Court Interpreter Program.

NON-RESIDENT POLICY

Non-residents who live close enough to commute and commit to work regularly in the Minnesota state court system may be admitted on a space available basis.  Other non-residents will not be accepted at this time.

REGISTRATION FEE

To register, complete the registration form and mail it with the non-refundable, non-transferable registration fee to the Court Interpreter Program.  The full registration fee for the Orientation program is $150.00 and the discount fee is $75.00.  See the last page of the registration form for information on qualifications for the registration fee discount.

REGISTRATION DEADLINE

Your registration with fee must be received in our office no later than Friday, October 22, 2010.  
CONFIRMATION

Once applications are accepted, participants will receive email confirmation with directions to the University Center Rochester.

The registration fee is non-refundable and non-transferable; it cannot be applied to future Court Interpreter Programs.

LIMITED NEED FOR ADDITIONAL ROSTERED COURT INTERPRETERS

Minnesota District Courts have a limited need for additional court interpreters for certain languages in specific court locations. 

Rule 8 of the District Courts Rules of Practice requires court personnel to obtain certified court interpreters when possible prior to contacting rostered court interpreters for interpreting assignments.  Currently, approximately 75% of all court interpreting events are assigned to certified interpreters.  Please be advised that fulfilling the court interpreter roster requirements does not guarantee you will be contacted by courts for interpreter assignments. 

There seems to be some need for additional rostered court interpreters in the Rochester area for the following languages:  Dinka, Arabic and Somali.  (However, these languages are not sufficiently underrepresented on the court interpreter roster to qualify for a discounted fee.)

Interpreters who complete the requirements listed below are eligible to work for the state courts and may be listed on the � HYPERLINK "http://www.mncourts.gov/?page=443" �Statewide Roster of Court Interpreters� available to court administrators throughout Minnesota and on the Internet.  To be eligible to work in the Minnesota state court system, all interpreters, whether certified or registered elsewhere, must:


Receive a passing score on the � HYPERLINK "http://www.mncourts.gov/?page=447" \l "Ethics" �Ethics Test� based upon the Code of Professional Responsibility for Interpreters in the State Court System. 


Complete the � HYPERLINK "http://www.mncourts.gov/?page=447" \l "Orientation" �Orientation Program�, including filing a notarized affidavit agreeing to be bound by the Code of Professional Responsibility. 


Demonstrate proficiency in English and in a language other than English for which you interpret. � HYPERLINK "http://www.mncourts.gov/Documents/0/Public/Interpreter_Program/Language_Proficiency_Guidelines_(jan._2010).doc" �Language Proficiency Guidelines� 


Sign Language Interpreters must additionally be certified by the Registry of Interpreters for the Deaf (RID) or National Association for the Deaf (NAD) before being included on the statewide roster with one or more of the following certifications: CI and CT, CSC, NAD V, CDI or CDI-provisional.
