Court interpretation is a highly specialized form of interpreting that cannot be effectively performed without commensurate specialized training and skills.  The court interpreter’s job is to produce a linguistically true and legally appropriate interpretation of the meaning from source to target language.    

The Minnesota Court Interpreter Program is pleased to announce Court Interpreter Certification Exam Preparation Training – Language Neutral on June 27, 28 and July 11, 2009. This three day training seminar is intensive and advanced. It will help interpreters who are preparing for the court certification exam, to enhance the interpreting skills needed to pass the Certification Exam.  

Prerequisites for the training are:

A. Participants in this training should already be fluent in their non-English language at levels equivalent to that of highly educated native speakers.  

B. Participants MUST read Overview of the Oral Performance Examination before the training.

C. Provide students an opportunity to practice their skills.

The topics for the three day training are:

June 27: Sight Translation and Simultaneous Interpretation I

June 28: Simultaneous Interpretation II

July 11: Consecutive interpretation
