(b) For purposes of this provision, it is not necessary to prove that the person has an inability to control the person's sexual impulses.


	Minn. Stat. 253B.02, subd. 7a defines “Harmful Sexual Conduct” to mean sexual conduct that creates a substantial likelihood of serious physical or emotional harm to another. A rebuttable presumption exists that conduct described in certain statutes creates a substantial likelihood that a victim will suffer serious physical or emotional harm.
