Canceled and Denied as Inimical to Public Safety
A person whose driving privilege has been canceled and denied as inimical to public safety is required to enroll and complete the ignition interlock program in order to get their driving privilege back.  Time in the program is as follows:

	3rd Alcohol offense in 10 years or 4th on Record
	3 years (1 year with limited license and 2 years with a restricted license)*

	4th Alcohol Offense in 10 years
	4 years (1 year with a limited license and 3 years with a restricted license)*

	5th or Subsequent Alcohol Offense
	6 years (1 year with a limited license and 5 years with a restricted license)*


* Time may be extended for violations




Steps to Get Your License Back
1st time DWI offenders with an alcohol concentration level below 0.16, or offenders who refused to submit to testing may be eligible for a limited license without ignition interlock after 15 days of no driving.  A limited license is a paper license that is issued while driving privileges are revoked.  Limited licenses allow driving to work, school; and abstinence based support programs

ENROLLMENT IN THE 5TH JUDICIAL DISTRICT IGNITION INTERLOCK PROGRAM FIRST AND SECOND-TIME DWI OFFENDERS
1.  Pass the DWI knowledge test, pay a $680 reinstatement fee and apply for a new driver’s license at a driver’s license exam station.
2. Sign the special review form (required for second offense)
3. Apply for special registration license plates (required for a first offense with 0.16 or higher, or for a second or more offense.
4. Obtain insurance certificate from your insurance company for the vehicle which will be equipped with the ignition interlock device
5. Contact your local probation department to obtain 5th District application information.
6. Apply for the reduced fee from the state ignition interlock program – form available at www.MinnesotaIgnitionInterlock.org
7. Apply for the reduced fee from the 5th Judicial District Ignition Interlock program
8. Submit interlock participant agreement, test fees, insurance certificate and other required documents to Driver and Vehicle Services.
9. Install ignition interlock device
10. Apply for special registration license plates if license plates were impounded.

Employment Exemption

The employment exemption variance allows the ignition interlock program participant to drive an employer-owned vehicle not equipped with ignition interlock for employment purposes.  The exemption will not be granted to:
· A program participant who is self-employed, or:
· Who wholly or partially owns an entity that owns an employer owned motor vehicle.
