CourtXML 3 Change Log

Overview
The following document itemizes the changes that were made to the CourtXML version 2.0.0 schema when creating CourtXML version 3 and associated CaseGet, CaseNotification and CaseSearchByParty schemas.  Below are some of the reasons for the new version.
· Some new functionality is being added to the Courts Integration Services.  These new features require some additional elements.
· Some changes were made to element definitions to increase consistency between definitions used in various messages.   The main example of this is how ID elements are represented.   Many elements that contain ID values have been changed to conform to a consistent format:
· The format includes the following

· A parent element with the following sub elements

· ID element contains the value of the ID.

· Optional IDTypeText and IDTypeCodeText elements if a specific ID can be one of a set of types.
· Optional IDTypeDescriptionText element if a description is applicable to a given ID.

· Optional IDExpirationDate element if applicable.

· Optional IDJurisdictionText and IDJurisdictionCode elements if applicable.

· Where there can be multiple of a type of ID assigned and one of those is considered current there will be an attribute named currentKnownIndicator to tell which is the current one.

· The following types of elements were included in this change

· ORI values

· Case Numbers

· Warrant Numbers

· Citation Numbers

· Officer Badge Numbers

· Control Numbers

· Judge IDs

· Attorney Bar Numbers

· Group Numbers

· Some elements are now being used for both incoming and outgoing messages.  Some changes were made to these to make it possible to have the schema perform more validation on these elements when they are submitted by partner agencies to perform updates to MNCIS.

· A new attribute named “code” has been added to many element definitions that represent codes but currently carry only the textual representations.  The textual representation can usually be up to 60 characters and is generally in a human readable format.  Code values are usually less than 20 characters.  These elements can continue to be used as-is, or you can begin to take advantage of the new code attribute value.  This document does not itemize each of these.  For messages submitted to the court you have the choice of either using the text value or the code value.
· 2 new attributes have been added to the (CourtXML) root element for each message.

· schemaVersion:  This attribute is required both on input and output messages and is used to show which version of a schema should be used to validate a message.

· messageProducedDateTime:   This attribute is optional on inbound (to the court) messages and will always be included on outbound messages.   It will contain the timestamp for when a message was created.

· Many unused elements and types were removed.

· Many string elements that didn’t have lengths defined now have them specified.

Outstanding Changes as of Revision 1

The following changes are still outstanding as of this revision and are planned to be a part of the production release of version 3 of the schemas.

· New elements for Bail/Bond, including new options for Case Get and a new Notification type for Case Notification messages.

Changes (Revision 1)

· Detailed Changes by Element 

· PartyName

· PartyName is used within most of the elements listed below.   It contains one or more names for a given party on a case. 
· StandardName has been renamed to PersonName. 
· Nickname has been removed.  We have changed how names are represented when there is only one part to the name.  In prior versions this was represented in an element named Nickname.  Since this “single part” name could be the proper name for a person the element name “Nickname” didn’t describe the element accurately.
· Single part names will now be represented in the StandardName format with the name appearing in the PersonSurName element.   No other sub-elements to StandardName will be included with these.
· PartyAddress

· currentKnownAddress attribute was renamded to currentKnownAddressIndicator
· Judge elements of type JudicialOfficialType 

· This element/type is used in many places throughout the CourtXML elements wherever a judge’s ID, name and ORI are included.

· judgeKey attribute moved to an element named JudgeID that is consistent with the ID format described above.

· JudicialAgencyIdentifier renamed to JudicialAgencyORI and changed to be consistent with the ID format described above.

· CourtCaseNumber

· This element has been replaced with an element named CourtFileNumber.  CourtCaseNumber attempted to break the case number up into its various components (county, satellite, year, sequence, etc).  Since there was not a guaranteed format for case numbers this wasn’t always possible.  CourtFileNumber carries the case number within a sub ID element as a string in the format that is shown within MNCIS (containing dashes).  Data items that may have been pulled from the pieces of the case, such as county,  are available in other elements.
· CourtCaseHeaderGroup

· CourtCaseNumber replaced with CourtFileNumber
· CaseCountyIdentifier renamed to be CaseCountyNumber

· A comment has been added to the case flag element.  Because of this CaseFlagText has been replaced by an element named CaseFlag with 2 sub elements CaseFlagText and CaseFlagComment.
· RelatedCaseNumber has been replaced by an element named RelatedCase with sub elements of CourtFileNumber, RelatedCaseReasonText and RelatedCaseReasonComment.
· OtherAgencyCrossReference has been replaced by element OtherAgencyNumber.

· The structure of the element Group has been changed to match the ID format (described above).

· New GroupID element added with ID element containing what used to be contained in the attribute named “groupIdentifier”.

· GroupTypeText was renamed to be IDTypeText and moved to be a child of GroupID.

· CourtCaseEvent

· No schema changes.

· Previously unused elements CaseEventJudge, PartyReference, CaseEventDueDate and CaseEventCompletedDate are now being populated with data when applicable.

· CasePartyRelation

· Removed element CourtCaseNumber.

· Attorney

· Changed to use element PartyName to allow for multiple names.

· TelephoneNumber element renamed to PartyTelephoneNumber

· Email element renamed to PartyEmail

· AttorneyLicenseIdentifier element replaced with AttorneyBarNumber element in the ID format described above.

· CaseProsecutor

· Changed to use element PartyName to allow for multiple names.

· TelephoneNumber element renamed to PartyTelephoneNumber

· Email element renamed to PartyEmail

· AttorneyLicenseIdentifier element replaced with AttorneyBarNumber element in the ID format described above.

· PartyToTheAction

· TelephoneNumber element renamed to PartyTelephoneNumber

· Email element renamed to PartyEmail.

· CasePartyRelation element replaced by PartyCaseAssociationText element.

· AttorneyPartyCaseRelation element replaced by RepresentedBy element.

· CaseDefendant

· PartyCaseAssociationText element added.

· PersonID changed to match the ID format described above and moved to be a child of PersonAssignedIDDetails.

· The structure of the element Group has been changed to match the ID format (described above).

· New GroupID element added with ID element containing what used to be contained in the attribute named “groupIdentifier”.

· GroupTypeText was renamed to be IDTypeText and moved to be a child of GroupID.

· PartyCaseAssociationText element added.

· PartyBirthData element removed and replaced by a repeating PersonBirthDate with a current indicator, and a PersonBirthLocation element.

· SubjectEhnicity renamed to PersonEthnicity and moved to be a child of PersonPhysicalDetails.

· ChildDelinquent

· PartyCaseAssociationText element added.

· PersonID changed to match the ID format described above and moved to be a child of PersonAssignedIDDetails.

· GroupTypeText was renamed to be IDTypeText and moved to be a child of GroupID.

· GroupTypeText was renamed to be IDTypeText and moved to be a child of GroupID.

· PartyCaseAssociationText element added.

· PartyBirthData element removed and replaced by a repeating PersonBirthDate with a current indicator, and a PersonBirthLocation element.

· SubjectEhnicity renamed to PersonEthnicity and moved to be a child of ChildPhysicalDetails.

· ParentGuardianCustodian

· Changed to use the PartyName element to allow for multiple names.

· TelephoneNumber element renamed to PartyTelephoneNumber

· Email element renamed to PartyEmail.

· The structure of the element Group has been changed to match the ID format (described above).

· New GroupID element added with ID element containing what used to be contained in the attribute named “groupIdentifier”.

· GroupTypeText was renamed to be IDTypeText and moved to be a child of GroupID.

· Previously unused ChildReference element is now populated with data when appropriate.

· CasePetitionerPlaintiff

· Changed to use the PartyName element to allow for multiple names.

· PartyCaseAssociationText element added.

· TelephoneNumber element renamed to PartyTelephoneNumber

· Email element renamed to PartyEmail.

· CourtCaseNumber element removed.

· Victim

· Changed to use the PartyName element to allow for multiple names.

· PartyCaseAssociationText element added.

· TelephoneNumber element renamed to PartyTelephoneNumber

· PartyEmail element added.

· Witness

· Changed to use the PartyName element to allow for multiple names.

· PartyCaseAssociationText element added.

· HearingTrialSetting

· JudicialAgencyORIID renamed to JudicialAgencyORI and changed to match the ID format described above.

· Charge

· ChargeSequenceID changed to match the ID format described above.

· CitationReference element removed.
· ChargeStatuteOrdinanceRule

· An attribute named “type” has been added to signify whether this charge is a statutory, an ordinance, a rule or pending.

· Attributes statuteKey and sourceInfoText have been removed and replaced by Statute/StatuteID for statutory charges, Ordinance/OrdinanceCategoryKey for ordinances  and Rule/RuleID for rules.   There is no corresponding value for Pending.

· Elements StatuteOrdinanceRuleCite and ChargeDescriptionText have been moved to be children of either Statute, Ordinance, Rule or Pending depending on the type.

· SeverityLevel renamed to SeverityLevelText

· GeneralOffenseCode renamed to GeneralOffenseCodeText

· ChargeStatuteSupplimental

· An attribute named “type” has been added to signify the supplemental statutes type.  For now this can only have a value of “Statute”.

· Attributes statuteKey and sourceInfoText have been removed and replaced by Statute/StatuteID.

· Added element StatuteTypeText to show how this additional statute is used.

· Elements StatuteOrdinanceRuleCite and ChargeDescriptionText have been moved to be children of Statute.

· Renamed SeverityLevel to SeverityLevelText.

· CitationJurisdiction renamed to CommunityOfOffenseText
· Removed CourtCaseNumber

· Within Offense

· Elements OffenseDateTime and OffenseDateTimeEnd have each been split into 2 different fields separating the date from the time.

· The On or About indicators have been moved to be elements rather than attributes.

· ReportingAgency has been renamed to Report and its child elements have been changed to conform to the ID format described above.

· Booking has been renamed to Arrest and its child elements have been changed to conform to the ID format described above.  

· ChargeAdditionalData has been replaced by specific elements for each type of data.  See Added elements below.

· Renamed TelephoneNumber and Email to PartyTelephoneNumber and PartyEmail.

· For ConditionSet/ConditionSubject/Party

· Use PartyName element to allow for multiple names

· Renamed TelephoneNumber and Email to PartyTelephoneNumber and PartyEmail.

· For Custody/CustodySubject see changes to ChildNonDelinquent.

· For Custody/AwardedTo/AwardedToParty:

· Use PartyName element to allow for multiple names

· Renamed TelephoneNumber and Email to PartyTelephoneNumber and PartyEmail.

· For Visitation/VisitationSubject see changes to ChildNonDelinquent

· For Visitation/GrantedTo/GrantedToParty

· Use PartyName element to allow for multiple names

· Renamed TelephoneNumber and Email to PartyTelephoneNumber and PartyEmail.

· For JudgmentSubject see changes to ChildNonDelinquent and ParentGuardianCustodian.

· InterimConditionsOrder

· Removed CourtCaseNumber
· For ConditionSubject/Party

· Use PartyName element to allow for multiple names

· Renamed TelephoneNumber and Email to PartyTelephoneNumber and PartyEmail.

· Renamed InterimConditions to InterimCondition since this is a repeating element where each element represents one condition.

· For Placement/PlacementSubject see changes to ChildNonDelinquent and ChildDelinquent.

· Use PartyName element to allow for multiple names

· WarrantNumber has been changed to match the ID format described above.

· Moved caseNumberKey and warrantNumber attributes to be child elements of CaseRequest named CourtFileNumber and WarrantNumber that match the ID format described above.  These contain the selection parameter that was passed in with the request.

· Kept caseNumberKey attribute on CaseRequest element containing the case number without dashes.

· Added caseKey attribute to CaseRequest.   This attribute contains a numeric system identifier for the associated case.

· See changes to all other elements described above depending on the options you use when calling the case get service.

· Added caseKey attribute.   This attribute contains a numeric system identifier for the associated case.

· Added CourtFileNumber

· Renamed CaseCountyIdentifier to CaseCountyNumber.

· PersonID was moved to be within PersonAssignedIDDetails and changed to conform to the ID format described above.

· RepresentedByAttorneyReference changed to conform to the ID format described above.

· Renamed OffenseTrackingInformation/Jurisdiciton to OffenseTrackingInformation/CommunityOfOffense.

· Added OtherAgencyNumber containing all other agency case cross reference numbers.
· For specific notification messages see changes noted above to the various elements contained within those notifications.

· CaseSearchByPartyRequest 
· Added Required attribute schemaVersion

· Added optional attribute messageProducedDateTime

· Selection/PartyIdentifier element was replaced by Selection/PartyKey element.

· Selection/Group changed to match the ID format described above.
· Options have been added to allow for restricting the results based on the selected parties association to the their cases.   This can either be restricted by their base connection to the case, or by their specific connection to the case.  An example use of this would be to search only for cases where the selected party is the defendant on that case.
