1. Primary Verification for All Messages

As part of the verification of messages to the RCAO from MNCIS, we will need to ensure that:

1. The MNCIS Case is for Ramsey County and is an Adult Criminal Case.  In the example below, the County is identified by both name and number, and two other fields indicate that the case is an Adult Criminal case.   Note that the case may have been assigned to another county originally and reassigned to a second county.  In this instance, the Case Number remains the same (indicating the County of origin) but the other fields indicate where the case is currently being tried.

2. The MNCIS Case is linked to a CAIS Case in the ID Service.  If not, 

a. The MNCIS Case is not a RCAO Case?  See the next section for a discussion of the <ProsecutorFileIdentifier> tag.

b. The CAIS Case has been deleted and possibly replaced?

3. Verify that the MNCIS Case involves only one defendant.

4. Verify that the MNCIS Case and CAIS Case are linked to the same Person in the ID Service.

2. Notes on Identifying Cases

2.1. Business Rules and Observations

This document does not currently encompass transmission, receipt, and acknowledgement of e-complaints however we need to cover how Cases are x-referenced between CAIS and MNCIS.  

The message returned on receipt of an e-complaint from MNCIS will include three tags of interest:

2.2. Remaining Questions and Discussion Points

Q1:  An electronic Criminal Complaint Response from MNCIS lacking a ProsecutorFileIdentifier value should raise an error in CAIS and require a phone call?  If MNCIS publishes responses for City cases too, then these would not be errors but should be disregarded?  Would MNCIS (or the District Court) use the Prosecutor File Number for any cases other than RCAO?

Q2:  Would CAIS receive a Criminal Complaint Response for a manually entered case?

A2:  If a paper complaint were filed, the Court Clerk would need to manually enter the CAIS Case ID as a Case Cross-Ref Number using the classification “Prosecutor File Number”.  

3. Add a Case

3.1. Business Rules and Observations

· MNCIS must return the CAIS CaseID for verification <ProsecutorFileIdentifier>.  If we don’t get this, then we won’t know what CAIS Case this refers to. 

· In CAIS, we use the MNCIS equivalents of the CourtFileNo and CountID to locate a Charge or Count.  We do not persist a sequence number for the Counts in CAIS but rely on the order of the Identifier value to maintain and display the order of the Counts in a case.   
3.2. Remaining Questions and Discussion Points

Q1:  Consider adding the MNCIS <SequenceNumber> to the CAIS CaseCount table?
A1:  No, not urgently needed.  The sequence number of Counts in CAIS can be inferred from the Identity values on the SQL Server table.  

Q2:  Consider adding the MNCIS <chargeVersionKey> to the CAIS CountAmend table?
A2:  Yes, needed to uniquely identify each count amend as it is confirmed back from MNCIS.

Q3:  Do we need to verify the Count(s) using the ordinance? E.g. <StatuteOrdinanceRuleCite> = 609.265 (we also have the MN Offense Code if that is stored in the CAIS database)

4. Modifications to Charges

4.1. Business Rules and Observations

· In some cases, the Court itself will materially modify Charges to an existing RCAO case.  In other cases, the Court will wait for an amended complaint to arrive from the prosecutor.   More discussion needed here to know when each of these scenarios will occur and how to handle them.  At this juncture, we expect that Charges reduced on plea bargains from felony to another felony require an amended complaint from the RCAO while charges reduced from felony to misdemeanor would be changed on the record by the court.  

· MNCIS will generate CaseInitiated, ChargeFiled, ChargeAmended, ChargeModified, and ChargeDeleted messages – these may serve as verification of data already transmitted to the court (as a complaint or an amended complaint) or may serve as notification of changes to the existing case.  

· MNCIS treats each amended e-complaint as new charges, that is, it will create ChargeAmended transactions for every Count that previously existed and continues to exist, ChargeFiled transactions for every Count that did not previously exist, and ChargeDeleted transactions for every Count that previously existed and no longer exists.    

· Existing MNCIS Case has two counts; amended RCAO complaint has one count: 

· Count 1 is amended and Count 2 is deleted

· Existing MNCIS Case has two counts; amended RCAO complaint has two counts: 

· Count 1 is amended and Count 2 is amended

· Existing MNCIS Case has two counts; amended RCAO complaint has three counts: 

· Count 1 is amended, Count 2 is amended, and Count 3 is added

· Court users indicate that ChargeFiled messages would be rare.  Charges would typically only be added after Case Initiation via an amended complaint.  

Note that MNCIS Charge modification messages may not always correspond to the data presently in CAIS.  It is possible, though not likely, that MNCIS may return confirmation of acceptance of one set of charges for a case and CAIS users may already be working on an amended complaint in CAIS and the latest charges may be different. 

4.2. Remaining Questions and Discussion Points

Q1:  Can you delete an entire Count in one fell swoop?  

A1:  There is no transaction in MNCIS to delete all original and amended charges for a single count.  In general, you have to delete the charge history one by one, in reverse time order.

Q2:  What else happens in MNCIS when a charge is deleted, that is, what happens to the pleas, disposition, and sentencing associated with the charge or charge amend?  

A2:  When you enter a plea or a disposition, that essentially creates another entry in the charge history stack.  So, if you delete the original case filing charge, the plea and disposition are still there.  If one entered a charge, a plea, a disposition and a sentence and then deleted them in reverse order, the following occurs:   

· Delete the charge - the plea, disposition, and sentence remain.  

· Delete the plea - the disposition and sentence remain.  

· Delete the disposition – both the disposition and the sentence are deleted. 

5. Pleas

5.1. Business Rules and Observations

· Pleas are added to charges only after charges are filed at the Court.  (Count Amends are created via CaseInitiation, ChargeFiled, and/or ChargeAmended transactions from MNCIS and are identified by their chargeVersionKey.  

· A Plea is also identified by its chargeVersionKey.  (Charges, Pleas, Dispositions, etc. are all stored in a single stack and therefore share the same Identifier domain of values.)  

· In addition, a Plea message from MNCIS includes a chargeKey that corresponds to an existing Charge for this case in MNCIS and a ChargeSequenceID, which corresponds to the Count number.  

· PleaAdded and PleaAmended messages from MNCIS should be treated the same in CAIS – these are new pleas.

· PleaModified and PleaDeleted messages from MNCIS should be treated the same in CAIS – these are changes to existing pleas.  

· <PleaDescriptionText> to <PleaCodeID> translation is found in the Appendix and should be reviewed by the users.  

· MNCIS does not send the ‘old’ values for PleaDate and PleaDescriptionText so there is no means to verify the old values before we modify (or delete) them.   
5.2. Remaining Questions and Discussion Points

Q1:  We need to consider whether to treat a PleaAdded transaction when a Plea already exists as an error.  Conversely, we need to consider whether to treat a PleaAmended transaction when a Plea does not already exist as an error. 

Q2:  Assume we should use the PleaAmendedDate instead of the PleaDate for this transaction?

Q3:  When MNCIS supplies a chargeVersionKey to identify the Plea, should we also verify the Case, Count and CountAmend using the other tags?
Q4:  Do we check the PleaDate and PleaDescriptionText before executing the a Modify or Delete in CAIS?

6. Dispositions

6.1. Business Rules and Observations

· Dispositions are added to charges only after charges are filed at the Court.  (Count Amends are created via CaseInitiation or ChargeFiled, and ChargeAmended transactions from MNCIS and are identified by their chargeVersionKey.  

· A Disposition is also identified by its chargeVersionKey.  (Charges, Pleas, Dispositions, etc. are all stored in a single stack and therefore share the same Identifier domain of values.)  

· Dispositions can be added with or without pleas being recorded for a charge.  

· In addition, a Disposition message from MNCIS includes a chargeKey that corresponds to an existing Charge for this case in MNCIS and a ChargeSequenceID, which corresponds to the Count number.  

· DispositionAdded / DispositionAmended messages from MNCIS are handled the same in CAIS – these are new dispositions.

· DispositionModified / DispositionDeleted messages from MNCIS are both handled as changes to existing dispositions.  

· Errors generated for multiple Dispositions to a Count Amend should be discussed.  

· Dispositions and Pleas recorded at the same time will appear in the XML as follows:

· DispositionText to DispositionID translation is found in the Appendix
· We use the chargeVersionKey to identify the Disposition and verify the Case, Count and CountAmend using the other tags

· Assume we should use the DispositionAmendedDate instead of the DispositionDate for this transaction
· MNCIS does not send the ‘old’ values for DispositionDate  and DispositionDescriptionText so there is no means to verify before we modify them.

7. Interim Conditions and Condition Sets (in general)

7.1. Business Rules and Observations 

From the Odyssey Help File:

· Expired sets of conditions may not be un-expired if there is a current set of existing conditions.

· As a new interim condition set is added with a new current Order Date, the expiration date of the old set automatically defaults to the order date of the new condition set.

· As a new interim condition set is added and if there is a previous interim condition set, all of the interim conditions and related data from the previous current set of interim conditions are copied onto the new interim condition set.

· If there are duplicate condition types with different amount and comment information, the condition type is copied to the new condition set without any of the amount or comment information.

· If there is a current condition set with a future expiration date and a new condition set is added, the expiration date with the future expiration date is automatically defaulted to the current system date. This makes the condition set most recently added the current condition set since there can only be one current condition set.

· Conditions from deleted conditions sets are not copied over to any new condition sets. 

7.2. Remaining Questions and Discussion Points

Q1:  Is it possible for the MNCIS user to 'expire' a condition set without adding a new one to replace it? 

A1:  Yes.

8. Interim Conditions – Bail

The treatment of Bail, Bond, Custody, and ROR is, from a Ramsey County Court perspective (i.e. TCIS/CIM), a Custody Status issue.  MNCIS, however, treats these concepts as part of Interim Conditions.  Should Ramsey County’s treatment of these concepts result in changes to MNCIS, the following analysis will need to change accordingly.

8.1. Business Rules and Observations

· The Charging Secretary values the BailRequestedAmount column in CAIS prior to the preparation of the Complaint.  This amount is printed on the Complaint form.   Therefore CAIS will treat the Interim Condition – Bail Added message from MNCIS as an insert of a new Bail record as opposed to an update of the existing Bail record.  

· Bail is related to a Case not a Count or Count Amend.

· There should be only one active Bail Condition at any one time.  A change to Bail supersedes the previous amount.

· MNCIS does not return the requested amount, a value that is entered by CAIS users in the CaseBail table and is printed on the complaint under the heading Bail along with the BailConditions (bail notes) column that is printed under the heading Conditions of Release.

· It is not enough to identify the Interim Condition event, we must also make sure that the Interim Condition is a Pay Bail event.  
· If the orderEventKey is not found in CAIS, then the Interim Conditions did not include a Pay Bail condition.

· CAIS does not have an expiration date or any other date that ends a Bail condition.  In MNCIS, bail will expire typically with the disposition of the case or with the imposition of a new bail amount.    

8.2. Remaining Questions and Discussion Points

Q1:  Assume that if the judge gets a bail request from RCAO but refuses to set a bail amount (released on own recognizance), that we would 1) not get a bail component in the InterimConditionsAdded message, or 2) if there were no other conditions, we wouldn't get an InterimConditionsAdded message, at all?  

A1:  There would be no bail interim condition.  However, there is an interim condition code for released on own recognizance.  So, we expect that the clerk would enter that as the interim condition.  If it were critical for RCAO to get that message back, we would have to work with the Ramsey Court folks to make sure the clerks are trained that they must data enter that “released on own recognizance” interim condition (rather than just skipping it). 

Q2:  If the judge refuses bail (defendant is held without bail), what interim condition(s) would we see reflecting this?  

A2:  In TCIS, users would enter Bail with a $0 amount.  This shorthand tells us the defendant should be held without bail.  If this is not handled the same way in MNCIS, then MNCIS will need to include an Interim Condition of “Held Without Bail” or some equivalent.  

Q3:  Can we use the JudicialAgencyIdentifier to help identify the judge who ordered the bail? 

A3:  CAIS doesn’t have any identifiers for judges other than their names and their internal CAIS employee IDs.  Sue would be open to adding them to CAIS - the problems comes in keeping them up though - since we don't get these numbers normally, we'd have to figure out how to handle new judges.  Court users already have a list of other users/departments to contact when a new judge is added to the Ramsey County Court and CAIS should be added to this list when MNCIS is implemented.  

Q4:  If no bail was requested by RCAO how do we note this in CAIS?      

A4:  Currently, in the bail notes field only.  Sue has a request from her users to add a RCAO Requests No Bail flag to the user interface.  Perhaps we might also consider a RCAO Requests Own Recognizance flag?

9. Interim Conditions – No Contact Order

9.1. Business Rules and Observations

· CAIS currently captures data about a No Contact Order that is not stored in MNCIS.  In CAIS, an NCO exists for each Person (Victim / Witness) and Count while in MNCIS, an NCO is an interim condition at the Case level that does not identify the protected Party.  

· When the RC Attorney returns from court, the Judge and date of the NCO is recorded with the existing NCO indicating that the NCO was signed.  

· The MNCIS message indicates that an NCO was signed on a certain data (and by which Judge) but does not indicate which Person it protected and to which Count the order applied.  As such, the NCO message appears to have limited use to CAIS.  Further discussion is necessary before this feature is implemented.

10. Hearings

10.1. Business Rules and Observations

· MNCIS has created a two-part hierarchy of what are known as CaseEvents in CAIS.  Each Hearing in MNCIS consists of one or more Settings; this feature allows court users to create a Hearing that occurs over more than one time and place e.g. a Trial that lasts multiple days.  

· The advantage of this approach is that users can cancel, reschedule or otherwise change one of the Settings without changing all the others Settings within a Hearing.  Each Setting can have a different time, place, Court Session, and even Judge – the only characteristic in common for the Settings of a Hearing is the Hearing Type.  That is, a First Appearance and an Omnibus Hearing cannot be Settings that are part of the same Hearing.  

· In CAIS, since we lack a similar hierarchy of Hearings and Settings therefore we choose to store each Hearing and Setting as separate CaseEvents.

· We will need to persist both the Hearing and Setting Identifiers from MNCIS in CAIS in order to correctly interpret all MNCIS Hearing and Setting messages.  Also, we expect to add a MNCIS Notes column to the CAIS CaseEvent table so that we can process a SettingCancelled message, for example, by adding a MNCIS Note rather than having to delete the Setting.

· Once downloaded from MNCIS, we do not want CAIS users to update that message.  The existence of the two Identifiers on a CaseEvent row seems sufficient to alert CAIS to make the row non-updatable - with the exception of the EventNotes column, which will continue to be updatable in CAIS.  

· There will be one and possibly multiple Settings for one Hearing to add to CAIS.  

· We will need to store both the HearingKey and SettingKey values in the CaseEvent table so that we can interpret cancelled and deleted messages that may be sent from MNCIS. 

· <HearingTypeText> to <HearingTypeID> translation is found in the Appendix.

· Deleted hearings:  There could be multiple Settings to delete all with the same hearingKey

· Deleted hearings:  We do not need to verify the settingKey(s); all Settings for this Hearing are deleted

· Canceled hearings:  A cancelled hearing is not deleted in CAIS, rather we update the row(s) indicating that someone in MNCIS has cancelled the Hearing (and all its Settings).

· Canceled hearings:  Note that the spelling of the Notification Event and Setting Status includes ‘Cancelled’ with two ll’s (British spelling)

· Canceled hearings:  There could be multiple Settings to update all with the same hearingKey

· Canceled hearings:  We do not need to verify the settingKey(s); all Settings for this Hearing are canceled

· Canceled hearings:  Value the MNCIS Notes column in CAIS with the fixed phrase: “Hearing Cancelled by MNCIS – “ and append the value in <CancelledReasonText>.
· Setting Rescheduled:  Two consecutive Events; old Setting is rescheduled and Setting is scheduled each with different Identifiers.  Treat this as a) a delete of the Rescheduled settingKey and, b) an add of the Scheduled settingKey.  

· Setting Cancelled:  MNCIS sends all the Settings for the Hearing; we need to cancel the ones with a Setting Status of “Cancelled” (British spelling).

· Setting Cancelled:  This message will contain all Settings for the Hearing and one or more of the settings may have been cancelled.  The example below shows two consecutive settings that have been cancelled and each of these will have a setting status of “Cancelled”.  Note also that there is a third setting in this example that was not cancelled and it will also be listed in the XML but the setting status will be “Scheduled”.

· Setting Held:  MNCIS sends out a message when a Setting has been held.  In CAIS, we’ll use this news to update the MNCIS Notes column indicating this occurrence.  This message will contain all Settings for the Hearing.  Only the setting with the settingKey in Step 3 will have a SettingStatus = “Held”

· Setting Held Reversed:  MNCIS sends out a message when a Setting was previously marked as Held but that update was wrong.  In CAIS, we’ll use this news to update the MNCIS Notes column indicating this occurrence.  This message will contain all Settings for the Hearing.  Only the setting with the settingKey in Step 3 will have a SettingStatus = “HeldReversed” in Step 4.
· Setting Held Modified:  MNCIS sends out a message when a Setting is updated.  In CAIS, we’ll use this news to update the MNCIS Notes column indicating this occurrence.  

Remaining Questions and Discussion Points

Q1:  Canceled hearings:  Not sure if the Setting Status in a Hearing Scheduled message tells us anything that the NotificationEvent doesn’t.  We should expect that all Settings would have the same SettingStatus = “Scheduled”.

The same question applies to Setting Scheduled and Setting Rescheduled messages.

Q2:  Do we need to verify that the Hearing already exists in a Hearing Scheduled message? The same question applies to Setting Scheduled and Setting Rescheduled messages.

Q3:  Do we need to verify that there aren’t already (uncanceled) Settings at the same time in a Hearing Scheduled message? The same question applies to Setting Scheduled and Setting Rescheduled messages.

Q4:  For Setting Held Modified:  Can we assume that the setting may also have changed?

11. Court Decision / Sentencing

11.1. Business Rules and Observations

· A Sentence in CAIS is referred to as a Court Decision in MNCIS, and is associated with each charge in a case.  MNCIS allows only one (active) sentence per charge.  Each sentence can have one or more of eleven (11) components, each of which can occur more than once.  For example, a sentence might include one fee and two diversion activities.  The components are listed below:

	· Fee
	· Probation

	· Diversion
	· Service

	· Electronic monitor
	· Local confinement 

	· Home Detention
	· Commissioner of Corrections

	· Concurrent / Consecutive
	· Treatment

	· Condition
	


· Each component has a fixed set of items, notes, amounts or other details that customize the usage of the component in a given sentence (similar to the sentence condition metadata in CAIS).  For example, for Service components, the users specify the type of Service, the term of the service (hours / days per week / month), whether the service is in lieu of a fine (and amount) or confinement (and term), and when the service should begin and end.  

· All components have a Status field (Active, Satisfied, Closed) and a Status Date.  

· The user can add a sentence, amend a sentence, modify a sentence and delete a sentence.  All of these actions encompass all of the components in the sentence – the user may not insert, modify or delete an individual component without changing the entire sentence.

· (changed in Version 1.4) CAIS currently has 41 Adult sentence conditions classified by Probation and Sentencing.  Like MNCIS, CAIS stores one sentence per Count Amend and also allows sentences to be changed or new sentences to override old ones.  Though in CAIS, one must look at a new Sentence in context to know whether the new Sentence overrides the existing Sentence or is in addition. Typically, an added Sentence exists because the defendant has been found guilty of a Probation Violation and the new Sentence is added to the existing case.  Some but not all of the CAIS sentence conditions are allowed to be added multiple times per Count.  

Note: The MNCIS UI includes a field that provides feedback to the user of the current sentence in an English-like manner.  Although this field in the UI does not appear in the current version of Court XML, its inclusion might be an alternative to trying to ‘marry’ CAIS and MNCIS sentencing – and much less costly to implement.  This issue should be examined before other work commences on sentencing.
· DispositionComponentTextType to SentenceConditionID translation is found in the Appendix
· Court Decision Messages:
· Court Decision Added:  A Court Decision has been entered for the first time for this Count.

· Court Decision Amended:  A new Court Decision has superseded a previous Court Decision.  The original Court Decision is not modified.  

· Court Decision Modified:  A Court Decision, either original or amended has been entered incorrectly and is being modified accordingly.  

· Court Decision Deleted:  A CourtDecisionDeleted message is produced when one Original court decision is deleted.  If the Original decision was amended, the user would need to delete all of the amendments in reverse chronological order before he/she could delete the Original court decision.  Only then would CAIS receive a CourtDecisionDeleted message.

· Court Decision Amendment Deleted:  A CourtDecisionAmendementDeleted message is produced when one amended court decision is deleted.  If the Original decision was never amended, CAIS would never receive a CourtDecisionAmendementDeleted message.

11.2. Remaining Questions and Discussion Points

Q1:  What else could the tag <SentenceEventKey> have for its value than “Sentenced”?

Q2:  How are probation violations (PVs) handled post-sentencing?

A2:  There needs to be more discussion but this is what we know now:

· Both applications do not open a new case for PVs; the old case is modified.  

· The Court user adds a hearing with a Hearing Type of PV and proceeds to (sometimes) add a Plea (Admit/Deny as opposed to Guilty/Not Guilty), a Disposition and an addition to the original sentence.  CAIS would expect a new Hearing, Plea, and Disposition.  If the original or last Sentence were amended as a result, that notification would also be expected from MNICS.  

· In TCIS, the users only need add additional sentence conditions; they do not need to repeat the original sentence.  In MNCIS, since a new sentence supersedes an earlier sentence, all of the conditions of the new sentence need to exist as they did on the earlier sentence with the exception of the ones that might have changed due to the PV.  

· In CAIS today, the users only add the new sentence conditions.  

· We expect some structural and User Interface changes re: MNCIS Sentencing therefore this issue will need to be re-examined as a result.

12. Case Security Messages

12.1. Business Rules and Observations

MNCIS sends out four security messages: CaseIsConfidential, CaseSealed, CaseExpunged, and CaseDeleted.  

1. Confidential - Both TCIS and CAIS do not directly support a Case is Confidential feature.  However, the imaging system accompanying TCIS does allow imaged documents from a case to be hidden from public view and this feature is used for cases such as criminal conduct with minors, where the details need to be hidden from the public.  Depending on how the feature is implemented in MNCIS, it seems that the Court might use this feature.  If used by the Court, CAIS may choose to ignore the resulting MNCIS message - there is no public view of their cases, though there are other government agencies that have read-only access to CAIS.  Perhaps CAIS would consider making Confidential cases similar to Sealed cases in their system.  

2. Sealed - Both CAIS and TCIS have the ability to Seal a Case.  In CAIS, sealed cases are available to administrators, restricted (summary only) for non-administrators, and invisible to non-RCAO users (will not show up in a search).  In MNCIS, sealed cases are invisible to all users.  We expect that the Court will use this feature in MNCIS and that CAIS will accept the message and Seal their own cases, accordingly.  There may be a need to register the fact that MNCIS was responsible for the Sealing of the Case somewhere in a notes column.  

3. Expunged - Although the term Expunged is still widely used, the concept no longer exists.  We expect that the Court will not use this feature and that CAIS will not attempt to accept or interpret these messages from MNCIS.  

4. Deleted - Interestingly, TCIS users need to contact the State in order to Delete a case.  Even RC Court Administrators cannot delete a TCIS case.  We assume that administrators will be able to delete cases in MNCIS similar to CAIS administrators.  If the Court deletes a (County) case because a duplicate existed, it would be nice to know that.  If you were deleting a case because you chose the wrong party and intended to start over, it would be nice to know that too.  Sue will need to decide whether MNCIS Case Deletes result in CAIS Case Deletes (probably not) or will generate email messages to the CAIS Adult Cases Admin.  


· Need a new column on the Cases table in CAIS to store MNCIS Security Notes

· Note there is also a CaseInitiationCriminalNotification<CourtCaseHeaderGroup> <CaseIsConfidental tag that can be set to false/true.

13. Case Detail Messages 

13.1. Business Rules and Observations

MNCIS sends out various detail messages that would be of interest to CAIS.

1. Case Flags – MNCIS marks a case with one or more case flags – some of which may be of interest to CAIS.  These are: 

	· Accident Type – fatality

	· Accident Type – no injury or property damage
	· Fingerprints needed

Case Flags can be added but New Case Flags are deemed to replace the existing Case Flags and the previous Case Flags are not included in the message so CAIS would need to check for existing Case Flags to ensure that these do not need to be deleted.

There is also a MNCIS message to delete Case Flags

2. Case Number Modified – If MNCIS should change a Case Number, there is a message for this occurrence and the message contains both the new Case Number and the old Case Number (<PriorCourtCaseNumber>).  The users insist that they would never do this.  

3. Case Title Modified – If MNCIS should change a Case Title, there is a message for this occurrence and the message contains both the new Case Title.  In CAIS, the case title (for Adult cases) is not persisted in the database but is dynamically created in the Complaint document by combining the phrase “State of Minnesota vs” with the Person’s primary name.

4. Case Reassigned and Case Assignment Modified – The Case has been reassigned to another County, typically by Court order, or the case was improperly recorded as belonging to one County and this is being corrected.  

13.2. Remaining Questions and Discussion Points

Q1:  Case Flags:  Which case flags are of interest to CAIS and how would they be implemented?  

A1:  ICWA is one case flag that would be of interest – there may be others.

Q2:  Case Flags:  Would we need to know in CAIS that the Case Flag was a result of a MNCIS Message? 

Q3:  Case Flags: Ensure that we document how Case Flags are modified.  

Q4:  Case Number Modified:  The <PriorCourtCaseNumber> column is not published in the current message but is included generally in Court XML.  This is an oversight and needs to be corrected. 

Q5:  Case Number Modified:  Do we need to record the old Court File Num in CAIS?

Q6:  Case Title Modified:  Would CAIS accept a changed Case Title from MNCIS and change its own Case Title?  We assume MNCIS would get its Case Title from the CAIS complaint.

Q7:  Case Reassignment and Case Assignment Modified:  The XML does not publish what the original County assignment was so it is not clear if Ramsey County would receive reassigned from Ramsey County; only cases reassigned to Ramsey County.   Would a case reassignment be treated as a new Case in the County to which it was reassigned? The Case Number includes an indication of the County in which it was created – does this change on reassignment?  These messages are being redesigned for the next release so these questions will need to be revisited.  

A7:  The case number does not change on reassignment.  This means that we need to be careful with verification so that we do not reject messages for cases that belong to Ramsey County that began in another county.

14. Judges and Attorneys

14.1. Judges

In MNCIS, the agencies, names and identifiers of Judges are published in certain messages (case initiation, hearings, etc.).  The judge name is found in the PresidingJudge or AssignedJudge tags in the CourtXML which represents the SJIS (State Judicial Information System) identifier.  

In CAIS, Judges are members of the Employees table that play a role in a given case.  In effect a Judge on one case could play a different role in another case but of course this happens rarely.  The list of EmployeeRole values are illustrated below with the three roles highlighted that imply a judge.  (All the values below are allowed in Adult cases though inspection of the descriptions would imply that some of these should probably not apply to all Case Classes.)

We could use the Employee.AttyRegistrationNo for the judge identifier in CAIS but perhaps would better be served with a new column representing the SJIS identifier.

14.2. Attorneys

In MNCIS, the names and addresses of defense Attorneys are also published in various messages (pleas, dispositions, etc.).  Attorneys are added to the Party table so there is a unique partyKey with each message.  As well, there is a unique number (<AttorneyLicenseIdentifier attorneyKey=“12345”>) from the MN Attorney Registration System (MARS) that can help distinctly identify these persons.  

In CAIS, like Judges, Attorneys are members of the Employees table that play a role in a given case.  The list of EmployeeRole values are found on the preceding page.  CAIS should also store the MARS identifier in the AttyRegistrationNo column but this has yet to be tested and the 2200+ non-null values in CAIS will undoubtedly require some cleanup.  

We should expect to be able to match MNCIS data using the attorneyKey – AttyRegistrationNo match, perhaps using the last name as corroborating evidence – discuss with Sue.
