	Court Administrator A takes the position that once a case is initiated, the title remains the same; names and/or parties may be added, but the title remains the same.

Court Administrator B instructs staff to alter the title whenever a new party is added to the case, i.e. a garnishee is added to the case and to the case title.

	Research Conducted

	There are times when an amended petition/complaint is filed and the title of the case changes or the judge orders the title to be amended. 

	Options Considered

	1) Allow title to be updated (with the appropriate security level)

2) Do not allow title to ever be updated
