	A lack of standardization and common terminology in the filing of documents results in reporting problems and inconsistent register views statewide.

	Examples

	In TCIS, documents submitted simultaneously are often combined into one filing activity. The identities of these documents fall into the comment jungle – no clear identity. 

	Options Considered

	1. Standardize the use of document codes across all jurisdictions 

2. Allow users to enter documents free-form using the comment field.

	Recommended Process Change

	Documents will be filed utilizing the specific event codes designed for this purpose.  Descriptions of unique documents will be captured in comment field only when not identifiable by the event code.

	Rationale

	Would provide a consistent statewide view of the Register of Actions.

	Impact Within Judicial Branch

	Consistent view of register of actions.  More accurate reporting.  Users will be required to select each document from a drop-down list.

	Impact On Other Agencies

	Will no longer have to interpret abbreviations used today.

	Communication Strategy 

	Will be incorporated in user training documentation.
