	This is a new MNCIS feature.  Current (TCIS) limitations require multiple entries of a party’s name and alias names in order to ‘index’ all names. MNCIS has the ability to add as many names as necessary on one party record. 

	Examples

	AKA, FKA, and others: John David Jones and John D. Jones. 

	Options Considered

	This is a best practice and takes advantage of MNCIS functionality not previously available in most legacy systems, such as TCIS.

	Recommended Process Change

	Court users will enter any known alias name(s) for a person involved in any type of case to the appropriate person record in MNCIS.  

	Rationale

	MNCIS can accommodate any number of known alias names.  Adding alias names to the person record in MNCIS will link a person with any names they may have used in the past to give a more complete picture of the person’s contact with the court system. All versions of the name will be searchable in MNCIS.

	Impact Within Judicial Branch

	Use of this MNCIS feature will result in improved and more accurate information for courts and consumers of court’s information.

	Communication Strategy 

	Data entry of alias names in MNCIS will be addressed in the user training documentation.
