	The UA reporting process should be re-evaluated for enhanced ease of use, improved case flow management and consistent processing. 

	Recommended Process Change

	· In MNCIS, a specific issue(s) will be reported as UA rather than the entire case reflecting an UA status as TCIS handles it today.

· The UA report shall indicate the date of the activity that caused the issue to be placed under advisement rather than the most recent activity in the case as TCIS does today.

· The UA report may be generated “on demand” at the County, District or State level at anytime during the month based on user security level.

· UA reporting will be consistent across all case types.

· Terminology will be changed from “submitted” to “taken under advisement” and “order for submissions”

	Research Conducted

	· The Conference of Chief Judges Administrative Policy #4 was reviewed to ensure that MNCIS functionality would not require an amendment to the policy.

· Evaluation of the current process was completed with personnel in State Court Administration.

	Options Considered

	The current UA process as it is handled by TCIS was considered; however, review of the MNCIS functionality resulted in the following recommendation.

	Rationale

	MNCIS provides the possibility to approach Under Advisement Reporting differently from the way it is done in TCIS 

today.  It will give us the opportunity to more accurately report which activity is actually UA and it will allow multiple 

issues within a case to be reported as UA by one or more judicial officers simultaneously.

	Impact Within Judicial Branch
