4. lives with child and holds child out as his own;

5. written acknowledgement of paternity filed with the state signed by both mother and father;

7. mother and “father” executed ROP and there is another presumed father;

8. competing ROPs;

9.    ROP and either mother or “father” is minor.

� See RJPP 2.01 (m) definition of parent.  “Parent”  means birth, legally adjudicated, or adoptive parent


� Minn. Stat. 260C.201 subd. 1 permits court to order “protective supervision” with alleged father in which case he must cooperate with paternity establishment proceedings.


� Minn. Stat. 257.541 provides that the biological mother of a child born to a mother not married to the child’s father when the child was born and was not married when the child was conceived has sole custody of the child until paternity is established or custody is determined by the court.
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
