DRIVER’S LICENSE SUSPENSION IN TRAFFIC

CASES FOR FAILURE TO APPEAR OR PAY FINE


The privilege to drive in the State of Minnesota shall be automatically recommended for suspension without further judicial direction on all misdemeanor and petty misdemeanor traffic related offenses, pursuant to Minnesota Statute 171.16, Subd. 2 and 3, when a condition of the sentence is that the defendant pay a fine, and the defendant has failed to pay the fine after the defendant has been given due notice of delinquency by Court Administration.  A copy of the suspension notice shall be sent to the appropriate probation agency or prosecuting agency, whichever is applicable.

Notice of Delinquency shall include:

1) Name of defendant and his/her last known address.

2) Amount of fine overdue.

3) Date of overdue amount of fine to be paid or appearance to be made to explain why delinquency has occurred.  (No sooner than twenty-one (21) days from date delinquent notice sent to defendant.)

4) A statement indicating that if the fine has not been paid, or if the individual has not appeared by the date set forth in the delinquency notice, the defendant’s license to drive in the State of Minnesota may be suspended.
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
