POLICY RELATING TO FILING OF TRAFFIC AND NON-TRAFFIC
CITATIONS
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The Judges of the Eighth Judicial District met on September 5, 1997 and
adopted the following policy relating to the timing of the filing of traffic and non-
traffic citations.

1. All adult traffic citations and non-traffic citations venued in the Eighth
District shall be filed with the appropriate Court Administrator within fourteen (14)
days after issuance of the citation and at least fourteen (14) days before the
scheduled court appearance.

2. Citations filed outside of the time lines contained in paragraph 1. above
may be dismissed at the discretion of the Court.
