COVERED BY THE DISTRICT PUBLIC DEFENDERS.
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The Eighth Judicial District Judges met on September 29, 2000, and considered
changing the hourly rate for court appointed attorneys from the current rate of sixty dollars
(860) per hour.

Upon motion, second, and majority vote of the Eighth Judicial District Judges, the
hourly rate for all cases involving court appointed attorneys not covered by the Eighth
Judicial District Public Defenders office will be raised to seventy-five dollars ($75.00) per
hour for all appointments made on or after January 1, 2001.
