ADMINISTRATIVE POLICY NUMBER 27
ORDER REGARDING CONCURRENT CRIMINAL SENTENCES
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IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that when a defendant is sentenced to a misdemeanor or gross
misdemeanor sentence which is to run concurrently with a felony sentence that the defendant is
serving, so long as the misdemeanor or gross misdemeanor sentence will expire before the release
date of the felony sentence, the existence of the misdemeanor or gross misdemeanor sentence shall
not be lodged as a detainer against the defendant or otherwise have any effect on programming
decisions of the Department of Corrections with respect to the felony sentence unless specified

otherwise by the sentencing judge.
