Court interpreters play a vital role in court proceedings that involve foreign language speaking individuals as litigants or witnesses.  Court interpretation is a highly specialized form of interpreting that cannot be effectively performed without commensurate specialized training and skills.  The court interpreter’s job is to produce a linguistically true and legally appropriate interpretation of the meaning from source to target language.
This program provides an introduction to court interpreting including: 

· an overview of the Minnesota Judicial System and legal terms; 
· detailed information on the role of interpreters in the court system; 

· ethics and professional responsibilities for court interpreters; and 

· intensive, guided, interpreter skill-building sessions

To register, participants must have taken and received a passing score on Part 1 of the Written Test (English Proficiency) administered by the MN Court Interpreter Program.

Part 2 of the Written Test (Ethics and Legal Terminology) will be administered at the end of Saturday’s class. 
Participants must attend both days of this training to meet the requirement to be on the State-wide roster.
