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For one of these 1976-1977 law clerks, the dream started here, germanated slowly, and came to fruition at just the right moment: Eric J. Magnuson, Chief Justice. 
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INTRODUCTION TC \l "1"
This Directory of former Minnesota Supreme Court Law Clerks represents the first major effort to identify the clerks and update their contact information.  Hopefully, it will provide a format to permit continual updating as time passes and careers change.  In addition, those who were so moved have added reflections on their clerking experience and what it contributed to their careers.

The court records for the early periods are slim to none.  There is no record of any law clerks prior to 1929, and many of the law clerks from then until the mid 1950’s were students who clerked part time.  Some clerks worked for more than one term of court, others worked less than a full year because of such interruptions as military service during World War II.

Now, the law clerk program has become institutionalized.  Clerks are hired after graduation from law school to work full time for one term of court, generally from August 1 through July 31 of the next year.  Currently, the court has ten clerks – two for the Chief Justice, one each for the six Associate Judges, and two clerks are shared, each by three Associate Justices.

Members of the court often describe the law clerk position as a post-graduate course in legal research and writing.  The clerks are immersed in the complex cases before the court and are expected to become expert, on the record and the law, for each case to which they are assigned.  The assigned clerk writes a bench memo for the entire court on the case, due one week before oral argument.  The bench memo contains an objective statement of the facts in the record, a balanced analysis of the arguments of the parties, an expanded discussion of the law, sometimes beyond that argued by the parties, and a recommendation for the appropriate resolution of the case.  After oral argument, the assigned clerk normally prepares a first draft of the majority opinion.

The working relationship between a law clerk and the Justice is intense, often leading to a life-long friendship.  The Justices are seen as mentors and role models.  They provide their clerk’s first introduction to the profession and follow with great interest each clerk’s legal career.  Many of the Justices have regular reunions of their clerks and become well acquainted with their families.

Former law clerks have gone on to successful careers in many law-related fields.  The most famous, of course, is Walter Mondale (56-57), who went on to become Minnesota’s Attorney General, a United States Senator, Vice President, and Ambassador to Japan.  He commented that being a law clerk “was pretty heady stuff – to be in law school and then suddenly working with Judges . . .We all got a big kick out of it.”

Three former clerks became federal District Court Judges in Minnesota: Philip Neville (33-35); Donald Alsop (51-52); and Harry MacLaughlin (55-56).  Four became Minnesota Supreme Court Justices, returning to where they began their legal careers:  Robert J. Sheran (38-39); Harry H. MacLaughlin (55-56); Mary Jeanne Coyne (56-57); and Sam Hanson (65-66).  Soon to join this group will be Eric Magnuson (76-77), who will become Chief Justice on June 1, 2008.

Many former clerks became Minnesota District Court Judges, including: John F. Thoreen (41-42); John Cahill (43-44); Delila Pierce (57-58); Stanley Thorup (60-61); A. James Dickinson (65-66); William Johnson (72-73); Richard Hopper (73-74); Beryl Nord (73-74); Timothy Baland (75-76); William Macklin (75-76); Bruce Peterson (78-79); John Guthmann (80-81); Regina Chu (80-81); Margaret Daly (81-82); and Ellen Maas (81-82).

An even larger number of clerks became law professors, including: James L. Hetland (49-50) at the University of Minnesota; Ken Kirwin (66-67) at William Mitchell College of Law; Arthur Hellman (66-67) at the University of Pittsburg; Michael Scherschligt (74-75) at Hamline University School of Law; Roger Trangsrud (75-76) at George Washington University; Nadine Strossen (75-76) at New York University; Donald Gjardingen (76-77) at Indiana University School of Law; Maury Landsman (77-78) at the University of Minnesota; Stephanie Willbanks (78-79) at Vermont Law School; Steven Jamar (79-80) at Howard University School of Law; Nina Tarr (79-80) at the University of Illinois College of Law; Jean Whitney (88-89) at the University of Nevada School of Law; Curt Crossley (92-93) at New York University; Lisa Stratton (93-94) at the University of Minnesota; Bridgid Dowdal (94-95) at William Mitchell College of Law; Adam Samaha (96-97) at the University of Chicago; Noah Hall (98-99) at Wayne State University; and George Mader (00-01) at the University of Nevada School of Law.

Other former clerks have been recognized as leaders of the bar, including such notable practice leaders as Joseph Maun (35-37); G. Allen Cunningham (51-52); Jerome Simon (51-52); B. Warren Hart and B. Clarence Hart (52-53); Wayne Popham (52-53); Sherman Winthrop (55-56); Allen Saeks (55-56); Michael Berens (58-59); Lawrence Brown (59-60); and Terence O’Loughlin (63-64).

We hope to keep this directory updated, and the space that is provided for clerks to provide reflections on their law clerk experience will also be kept open for additions as time passes.

1941-1942

Charles O. Richardson - (Reflections from son, Charles O. Richardson)  I am in receipt of your letter dated November 30, 2007, along with a listing of Minnesota Supreme Court Law Clerks.  You have listed me as a law clerk to Minnesota Supreme Court Chief Justice Henry Gallagher in 1941 and 1942.

Actually, my father, Charles Richardson, was that law clerk.  He died in 2002.  He retired from the practice of law in 1994 after suffering ill health.  He practiced law in Red Wing from 1947 to 1994 and served as City Attorney of Red Wing from 1955 to 1973.  As City Attorney, he handled major litigation for the City of Red Wing, including litigation involving the consolidation of Burnside Township with the City of Red Wing.

I know that he enjoyed being a law clerk, although I also know that at that time he realized the war was coming and that his life would soon be changing because of the war.

John F. Thoreen – I still consider my year working with Judge Loring the most valuable part of my legal education “bar” none!

1942-1943

Ross L. Thorfinnson - (Reflections from son, Thomas M. Thorfinnson)  I am in receipt of your letter dated November 30th directed to my father [Ross Thorfinnson] and inquiring about his experience as a law clerk for Minnesota Supreme Court Justice [Thomas] Gallagher.  Unfortunately, Dad passed away almost exactly one year ago.  I attach a copy of the memorial that was prepared at the time of my father’s death.

I can confirm for you that Dad did serve as a law clerk for Judge Gallagher following Dad’s graduation from law school in March of 1942 and while he awaited his stationing assignment orders as a US Navy officer.  It is my understanding that at some time in the spring or early summer of 1943, Dad was ordered to report to a navel base in the Washington, D.C. area and that ended his stint as a clerk for Judge Gallagher.  I know on a few occasions Dad recalled positively his experience as a clerk and certainly that experience assisted him throughout his business and legal career.  I hope this is some help in putting together the directory and information.

Thanks for refreshing my recollection on a part of Dad’s past, which I had forgotten about.

1949-1950

Fred Kelton Gage, Jr. – I profited from my experience as a law clerk.  Besides teaching me how to structure an opinion, Justice Frank Gallagher taught me that losing lawyers must be dealt with kindly.  I was fresh from my course in judicial administration when I began work at the court.  We were told that long opinions from 48 states, the territories, the federal courts and agencies, made it very difficult for practicing lawyers to stay current.  It was suggested that if the evidence sustained the verdict, the opinion could say just that without rehashing all the evidence.  When I expressed that view to Justice Gallagher, he said, “Kelly, only a small percentage of cases reach this Court.  The lawyers who bring them here are proud of their work, and are very disappointed when they lose.  We should ease their pain by taking the trouble to explain why they lost.”  Thereafter, I drafted full opinions for Justice Gallagher’s review.  My service was a great experience for which I thank the Court.

James L. Hetland, Jr. – In 1949-1950, Minnesota Supreme Court clerkships were part time and mainly staffed by senior students at the University of Minnesota Law School.  Since the Court of Appeals did not exist, all appeals were handled by the Supreme Court Judges and their clerks.  Reading of all briefs and motions before oral argument was a major part of the clerk’s duties.  Contact with the Judge before oral argument and after the case assignment was very limited.  Attending oral argument was generally not possible for clerks.  After conferring with the Judge, research and memo writing was done at the law school or at the Court’s library.  Because of time limitations, working with other clerks generally involved pending decisions and agreement and not with the decision.

During my service with Justice Gallagher, I learned that an instinct or a feeling for what the correct law or result should be or could be supported by cases if the research was broad enough or imaginative enough.

Service as a Supreme Court Law Clerk was an important factor in my joining the University of Minnesota Law School as a tenured professor in 1956.  Being familiar with the Court and how it works was valuable when changes in the Rules of Civil Procedure were recommended by the Supreme Court Advisory Committee and hearings were held before the Court.  As chair of the committee, I had to work closely with the Chief Justice and other members of the Court.

Professional and personal friendships with law clerks serving between 1947 and 1953 was a long lasting major benefit.

Since I was attending law school classes and working on the Law Review at the same time as I was working as a law clerk, effective use of time and the ability to make quick decisions was a lesson learned and never forgotten.

Romaine R. Powell – I have a very clear memory on how I got the clerkship job.  After graduating from the University of Minnesota Law School in December of 1948, I discussed my employment possibilities with my grandfather, Andrew Bengston from Warren, Minnesota.  Andrew knew Justice Oscar Knutson as a personal friend.  So Andrew took me to St. Paul to meet Justice Knutson.  “Andrew,” Oscar said, “How are you?”  After the initial pleasantries and introductions, Oscar asked me if I wanted to be his law clerk.  I jumped at the chance and told him I would be honored to serve the Court.

I worked at the Supreme Court from January 1949 to January of 1950.  This experience greatly enriched my knowledge of the law and the precise manner in which appellate issues are dealt with.  The experience furthermore confirmed my belief that I definitely wanted to practice in the area of civil trial work involving torts such as personal injury, wrongful death and insurance disputes.

My clerkship also landed me my first practicing law job with Attorney Herb Olson in Bemidji, Minnesota.  I practiced with Herb in 1950, the same year I married my beautiful bride, Barbara Ann Powell.  I practiced with Herb Olson for around three and one-half years and then broke out on my own.  Herb wanted me to only do his case work-ups and research and he alone was trying all the cases for the firm.  Since I always wanted to be a trial lawyer, in around 1953 I hung out a shingle and started to blaze my own trail.

I practiced trial law in the area of torts for 56 years until my retirement in June of 2005.  Practicing law was very fun and fulfilling.  I actually fell in love with it.  A wise man once told me: “The law is a jealous mistress.”  I became very enraptured in my work.  I honestly have not really been enjoying my retirement.  I would like to be back at the counsel table fighting the good fight, but I realize that my memory is not what it once was.

1950-1951

Benjamin J. Blacik – Practiced law in Duluth, Minnesota and served as Reporter for the Supreme Court of Minnesota Advisory Committee on the Rules of Civil Procedure.

Charles H. Clay – I recall Justice Knutson as an extremely competent judge.  He was a pleasure to work for, and I was given opportunity to make the first draft of many opinions.  The experience was extremely valuable in my legal career.

After clerking for Justice Knutson, I spent most of my legal career at the Soo Line Railroad, becoming Executive Vice President – Assistant to the President before leaving in 1984 to practice with the Minneapolis law firm of Head Seifert & Vander Weide.

In 1987, along with two partners, I co-founded a short line railroad, the Red River Valley & Western, serving Minnesota and North Dakota.  This was followed by three more short lines and a railroad equipment company.  I continue to serve on the Boards of Directors of these companies.

I also served many years on the Board of Directors of the Citizens League, and was its President in 1965-66.  I chaired the League’s Metropolitan Affairs Committee, which lead to the establishment of the Metropolitan Council, and its Metropolitan Sewage Committee, which lead to the establishment of the Twin Cities Metropolitan Sewer District.  I also served on many other Citizens League committees, on the Board of Directors of Deaconess Hospital, and on the Edina School Board, where my three children attended school.  I am presently a member of the core group of the Civic Caucus.  I live in Edina with my wife, Audrey.

1951-1952

Irene F. Scott – I enjoyed my clerkship very much.  I found it challenging and I certainly had an opportunity to sharpen my research skills.  Howard Adams was the Assistant Law Librarian at that time and his ability to locate obscure publications and cases was legendary.  He was a wonderful help to me and he became a lifelong friend.  Justice Matson was a patient, wonderful teacher who had been in private practice and he not only helped me learn more about the appellate process, but he also taught me a great deal about the practical side of evaluating a client’s claim and office practice in general.

In a larger sense, however, a clerkship gave me the opportunity to work with and observe the other Justices and court personnel first hand.  It is a tremendous confidence builder to find that your ideas are listened to and valued by the Justices that you may work with.  It’s an experience I would recommend to anyone.


Raymond A. Bogucki – My memories of my activities and my observations of those days at the Court are limited, but I will not refrain from comments and revelations.  Working for Justice Knutson was a privilege, because I remember him as a model for all members of the Judiciary.  He wrote his own opinions in their entirety, and struck me as strictly concerned with the merits of a case, on both the facts and law.  His conscientiousness was shown by the fact that he kept his own summaries of all decisions of the Minnesota Supreme Court.

I recall the staff working assiduously on manual and perhaps electric typewriters, and the fact that legal research had to be done the old-fashioned way because there was no other way at the time.  I recall, more vividly, the large leather sofas in each judge’s antechamber, used after lunch by the distinguished Justices for reinvigorating themselves, while employing the antechambers as resonate cavities for sonic emanations.  I do not recall that the honored position of law clerk was then regarded as of such stature as to lead anyone to believe there would be a demand for memoirs or philosophy.

Since Justice Knutson merely used my work as a springboard, or impediment perhaps, for the opinions he wrote himself, I can remember no philosophizing from him about the state of the law or the wayward paths of justice.  The time spent at the Court was, however, uniquely instructive and wholly different from what I was getting in my law school years.  Since I decided to go into the intellectual property field, seduced by transitory financial considerations, I was not able to parlay my clerking experience into some specific social or professional advantage.

Jerome B. Simon – My clerking experience with Justice [Frank] Gallagher was invaluable to my legal career on many different levels.  When I graduated from the Law School in 1952, I took a job with the law firm of Bundlie Kelly Finley and Maun and I have reason to believe that the letter of recommendation written by Justice Frank Gallagher was instrumental in my being hired.  Working with my senior partner, Joseph A. Maun, I established relationships with his clients which continue to this day.  The name of the law firm evolved over a number of years until 1989 when the firm adopted the name of Maun & Simon and I continued to practice with the firm until it dissolved on December 31, 2000.  At that time, I and several of the Maun & Simon partners became partners with Maslon Edelman Borman & Brand, LLP.

Working with Justice Frank Gallagher was an enriching experience because much of the language in memoranda that I drafted found its way into the opinions of the court enhancing my self-confidence in a way that could not be accomplished elsewhere.  My relationship with Judge Donald D. Alsop, a fellow Duluthian, was strengthened during the period we served the court and continues happily to this day.

In addition to working closely with Justice Frank Gallagher, who treated me like one of his sons, I recall conversations with other justices including Justice Tom Gallagher and Justice Clarence Magney.

By way of advice on pursuing my legal career, I recall Justice Tom Gallagher urging me to seek public office early and often because he attributed his efforts in that regard as the source of his success.  As I remember his advice, Justice Tom Gallagher had run for various offices including Minnesota Attorney General but was not successful until becoming a justice.

I recall talking to Justice Frank Gallagher several years after I joined the Bundlie Kelly Law Firm and he urged me to get acquainted with a young man named Walter Mondale.  Frank told me that it would be worth my while because Walter was “going places.”

In one of my conversations with Justice Magney, he told me that while serving as a trial judge for many years, he learned the most dangerous speed at which to drive an automobile was 30 miles per hour.  When I asked him how he had come to that conclusion, he told me that it could not be mere coincidence that in every driving accident case that he tried, the defendant said he or she was going 30 miles an hour.

The only thing that I would add is that the practice of law has changed enormously since I began in 1952.  In those days, a lawyer was a lawyer and I tried many cases and had the privilege of making many arguments before the court even though I never considered myself a “litigator.”

1952-1953

Wayne Popham – Clerking was a great experience.  When I subsequently was elected to the State Senate, I would occasionally walk across the rotunda to visit with Justice Knutson, who I think may have been the Chief at that time, about legislation affecting the courts, or other matters of mutual interest.

B.C. Hart – For sentimental reasons, I wish first to provide some additional information about my deceased identical twin brother, B. Warren Hart.  When Bud and I were about to be graduated from law school, we looked for an opportunity to acquire some experience in practice before starting our own practice.  A golden opportunity was presented to us when Minnesota lawyer Dave Roberts, perhaps now deceased, posted a notice on the law school bulletin board stating that then Chief Justice Loring for whom he clerked wished to hire a law clerk to succeed Dave.  Brother Bud and I both applied.  When the Chief offered to hire Bud, we inquired whether any of the other justices might wish to hire me.  Happily, then associate Justice Clarence Magney, offered to hire me.  I enjoyed the wonderful experience of clerking for Justice Magney for approximately seven months when my clerking experience was terminated by a recall to active duty as an infantry officer during The Korean War.  Bud, being married and having two small children, fortunately was not recalled.

I have many fond memories of my too brief clerkship with Justice Magney, but must confine my comments to just a few.

As a former mayor of Duluth and a former district court trial judge, his heart was in Northern Minnesota.  As a Supreme Court Justice, he always demonstrated great respect for rulings and decisions of the trial judge who heard all of the evidence.

Justice Magney was unusual in one other practice.  As most former law clerks know, virtually none of the justices read all of the briefs or even all of the draft memoranda or draft proposed opinions except in the cases assigned to them for writing what frequently became the majority of the court’s opinion.  Considering the volume of all this material, it is understandable and not detrimental that the justices focused their attention in this manner.  What was unusual, in Justice Magney’s case, was that being widowed, staying at the St. Paul Athletic Club, eating at the Club’s dining room and having no other interests or distractions, he systematically devoted his spare time to reading virtually all of the briefs.  This should have spared him of any need for sleeping pills.

Justice Magney’s most significant contribution to all of Minnesota however, was his tremendous quiet contribution to our Minnesota State Parks System.  Without fanfare, he watched carefully for public sales or tax forfeited northern forestland.  Over many years, he purchased parcels of this land which he then donated to the Minnesota Parks System.  In that way, he made a major contribution to our Minnesota State Parks.  After his death, I believe one of those parks was named in his honor, but I have not verified that statement.

Another pleasant recollection of the 1950-1951 period was the unusual practice of then associate Justice Oscar Knutson.  Justice Knutson was the only justice who systematically invited all of the law clerks individually to enjoy a special luncheon with him.  Intellectually, he was also probably the most respected by all of the clerks at that time.

Since my brother and I had no local connections and spent many hours in the Supreme Court library, we developed a special friendship with the then acting Supreme Court librarian, Howard Adams.  With two of us to cover for him, Howard could indulge in an occasional afternoon on-premises nap.  

1953-1954

Arthur S. Nelson – I think of my years as a law clerk often, especially when it’s necessary to analyze and research a legal issue for my own cases as well as for other lawyers.  I’ve practiced law with many lawyers over the last 53 years, and none of them had the opportunity to develop their analysis and research skills as a Court law clerk.  There have been a number of instances over the years in which I have been able to prevent errors or develop support for legal positions on issues by organized research.

Justice Matson was a careful craftsman of meaningful opinions which he wrote himself.  He gave me the opportunity to prepare my own drafts of opinions backed up by careful research, and then he drafted his own opinions based on his own research and mine.

I’m reminded of an example in which I had worked on an opinion for an appeal which had been assigned to him, and hadn’t gotten home until after 8:00 p.m.  At 9:00 p.m., the phone rang and Justice Matson was on the phone calling from his office asking whether I had read a certain case from Colorado.  When I said I hadn’t, he replied “Well, I think you better read it tomorrow morning!”  Needless to say, I did!  His opinions were always sound and well written.

We law clerks had a good time and enjoyed each other.  Typically, we would carry bag lunches and eat them sitting on the marble steps in the rotunda leading to the Court while talking about sports, politics, or legal issues.  I remember how we kidded Al Dosland, clerk for Justice Knutson, when he showed up for lunch the first day after getting married and opened up his lunch bag to reveal the biggest piece of cake I had ever seen that his new bride had packed for him!  He gained about 30 pounds in the next six months!  We used to kid Bill Meyer about getting a monthly salary of about $360.00 a month working as a law clerk for Chief Justice Roger Dell, while the rest of us received $330.00 a month and worked just as hard for the Associate Justices.  It was a fun time of my life.

1954-1955

Melvin I. Orenstein – It is hard to believe that over 50 years have passed since that year I served as a law clerk.  The memories have dimmed somewhat, but I can still feel the sense of awe and humility that I felt each day as I ascended the white marble stairs leading up to the courtroom and the judges’ chambers.

I suppose I was young and impressionable, but I have never lost that sense of respect that I have for the law stemming out of my year of clerkship.  Perhaps it was only a coincidence, but twenty-five years later, I was able to argue a question before the U.S. Supreme Court involving the character of judicial power under Article 3 of the U.S. Constitution.  That sense of respect that I obtained in my year of clerkship weighed heavily in my argument, and the Court agreed with me.

I have a wonderful memory of Judge Matson for whom I clerked (who by the way, as I found out later, had a very dry wit).  He was a large imposing figure of a man, and he presented a rather stern visage.  After I submitted my first memorandum, he asked me to come into his chambers to review the memorandum.  The scene is still clearly in my mind.  A large room surrounded by the volumes of Northwest Reports in mahogany bookcases and staid mahogany furniture spread around the room.  The pleasant smell of wood furniture polish permeated the room.  Somehow, I have forever since associated that smell with the whole court.  The judge sat across from me behind his large, glass topped, immaculate desk.  There was a moment of awkward silence, and I thought, “Wow, I am in deep trouble.”  But then a twinkle appeared in his penetrating blue eyes and, with a chuckle, he said, “Mel, the memorandum was excellent.”  I noticed that twinkle in his eye whenever he talked to me.  I must have amused him, somehow, but that’s the way I will always remember him.

Ralph S. Tillitt – I began my senior year in law school in September 1954.  I was married in December 1953, and I needed a job to help with expenses.  I applied for a half-time law clerk position and was hired as a clerk to Justice Frank Gallagher.  Each afternoon I would drive to St. Paul to clerk at the Supreme Court.  I graduated from law school in 1955 and continued to clerk for another year for Justice Gallagher.

In the winter of 1956, I was called to the chambers of Chief Justice Roger Dell.  He told me his brother, Kenneth Dell, died in 1955 and his law partner was looking for a replacement.  He sent me to Alexandria for an interview with John McCarten, his brother’s partner.  I was hired and practiced law here in Alexandria from 1956 to 2002, when I retired.  It was my position as a law clerk that led to my employment and 46 years of law practice in Alexandria.

Connor F. Schmid – My experience clerking for Justice Oscar Knutson, starting with the 1954, October term in my graduation year from the University of Minnesota Law School, is warmly and appreciatively remembered.  An interim call to AF Reserve JAG duty by the end of the term in June 1955 precluded consideration of further service though I believe, Justice Knutson ordinarily had one term law clerks subsequent to my service.  E.g., friend and later Justice Mary Jean Coyne and later partner Robert Gisvold.  The experience and the associations while clerking had significant and fortuitous impact on my subsequent lengthy and most fulfilling legal career.

My fortunate consideration as a clerk came from a most surprising reference to Justice Knutson on my graduation by youthful law professor Charles Allen Wright (former law clerk to NY federal court and rules expert Judge Clark).  Professor Wright, who had previously given me the lowest grade I ever received anywhere, fortunately gave me one of the highest the following year.  By reputation and pre-interview inquiry I knew Justice Knutson to be a prodigious worker on the court, reading every case’s brief and their records.  Working for him that term I observed this first hand.  I fully believed the report that as a trial judge in the far northwestern part of the state he carried a full multi-volume set of Wigmore on Evidence in the trunk of his car as he rode the circuit.

My primary function, as Justice Knutson explained to me, was to provide him with an objective detailed statement of facts.  He was not too concerned with my impression of the law, though he encouraged me to submit memorandums on the law applicable (in my view) whenever I felt it might be helpful and had time from my prime assignment.  On more than one occasion, after I read the transcripts and exhibits and promptly supplied a proposed statement of facts, by the time I supplied a following memo on law he would give me his wry smile and hand me the draft opinion.  He was prodigious and fast.  Most memorable in this regard was my submission of a memorandum suggesting that the new prima facie motor vehicle speed law might follow a number of other jurisdictions that did not establish negligence per se where accidents involved speeds above the posted limits and conditions may have mitigated it.  As I handed Justice Knutson my memo, he scanned it and he handed me his “bright line” decision to the contrary establishing negligence per se on speed over posted limits.  But my statement of the facts he always accepted, to the best of my recollection.  At least they all had a very familiar ring.

Despite his tremendous working capacity and alacrity in crafting excellent opinions, and the fact that this was the term in which he lost his spouse to cancer thus undertaking the task of solely parenting his twin teenage sons, Justice Knutson was a patient and thoughtful person to work for – often explaining interesting or practical aspects of the legal process not always readily apparent to the novice attorney.

Peripheral memories of other regular Court personnel are primarily of: the presence of Fergus Falls’ colorful, notable trial attorney Roger Dell, who had become the Chief Justice about this time; Law Librarian Margaret Andrews and “Howard”, who both greatly facilitated the law clerks’ research; and “super clerk” Supreme Court Reporter Ruth Jensen (later Harris) who rechecked all those cites and precluded any typos in the reported opinions.  I can still picture my law clerk odd location in the corridors back of the chambers along the second floor drafty windows, with the pillars and the pigeons just outside.  The “drafty” I particularly recall, as on a couple of occasions not too long before his unexpected passing Justice Ted Christianson would borrow my high school letter sweater on cold working nights while I was off to the warmer library.

Equal to the great experience of assisting the appellate process, were some of the associations formed with contemporaneous clerks and later as a point of collegiality with clerks of other years, before and after.  Two contemporaneous clerks stand out in my recollection.  The first was Mel Orenstein, who was also a member of the academic law fraternity Phi Delta Phi, whose local Dillon Inn chapter at that time was allowed to have its off-hour robes and wigs’ investiture of its officers in the Supreme Court chambers.

Mel, a former trumpet player with the 7th Fleet Band in the Pacific and a post-retirement master of a Silver Belle banjo, was and still (1954 – to date) is a member and great song leader of an informal homecoming group growing out of the overlapping classes of 52-55.  That group, through the auspices of promoter and principal “master of ceremonies” Law Review Editor (52-53) later professor David Graven, was fortunate to have retired Chief Justice Douglas Amdahl to record, preserve and arbitrate, when necessary, prognostications/wagers on elections of significance and the dinners required of the losers.  Mel, undoubtedly like many other clerks, went on to some notable achievements.  One possibly unheralded one, was his part along with fraternity brother, neighbor, and former Law Review Editor Gerald Magnuson (53-54) in the obviously highly successful melding of the formerly separate Lindquist and Vennum firms.  Their back-to-back homes were often alternate hosts to the home coming parties and the subsequent dinners over the years along with other members of that group.  Mel had the distinction of having initiated the Marathon Pipe case in which the U.S. Supreme Court held a portion of the infinitely worked over new bankruptcy statute unconstitutional.  This affirmed federal Judge, former Minnesota Attorney General, former Minnesota U.S. District Attorney, Miles Lord’s adoption of Mel’s position.

The other Minnesota Supreme Court clerk whose participation I have separately written up had a tremendous impact on my finding most opportune employment following completion of military service.  Robert Madsen was law clerk to Justice Martin Nelson the year I clerked.  Bob brought a great intellect and remarkable educational experience to the clerking staff.  Bob went on to serve as Tax Counsel at 3M for many years.  Bob also read widely outside the legal area.  I was fortunate to have been able to remain a close family friend to this day.

In addition to his stimulating friendship and erudition, Bob gave me the tip and encouragement which established me in my first post-service and extremely career-forming and helpful legal employment.  Following his clerkship with Justice Martin Nelson, Bob went on to clerk for federal District Court Judge Dennis Donovan.  In response to one of my letters from truce-time Korea pondering what I might do on discharge, Bob wrote that federal District Court Judge Edward Devitt was probably looking for a clerk.  Judge Devitt’s response to my inquiry from Korea advised he had already hired a law clerk.  But he suggested I contact then U.S. Attorney George MacKinnon, who Judge Devitt believed was looking to supplement his attorney staff.

MacKinnon whom (as Dillon Inn’s Historian charged with “educational” programming) I had successfully invited to speak two or three years before, looked over my field type-written resume and agreed to a post-service interview.  There followed four memorable years of varied civil and criminal litigation in association with an incredibly talented group of mentors in his U.S. Attorney’s office.  This included Kenneth G. Owens, later an outstanding Bankruptcy Court judge and former law clerk of U.S. District and later 8th Circuit Court Judge John Sanborn.  By the time I left that position, then under U.S. Attorney Fallon Kelly (later a Minnesota Supreme Court Justice), much to my surprise and gratitude, I had three unsolicited offers from firms I respected, through lawyers of whom I had knowledge and similarly respected.

One of these early job offers was from the attorney who had gotten the Devitt law clerkship and saw me practice before Devitt.  Another offer was from Thomas Holloran, who as clerking as an undergraduate the same year I was with the Minnesota Court.

1955-1956

Alan I. Saeks – John Hetland and I worked together, each as a part-time law clerk while we were in our fourth year of law school.  In the early 50’s, the University of Minnesota Law School had a “2-4 year plan” for law students.  What that meant was that a student with two years of undergraduate education at the U could apply to, and be admitted into, law school but under those circumstances the law school track was four years rather than three years.  The degree of Bachelor of Science at Law (BSL) was granted after two years in law school.  During the fourth year of law school, a student could take up to a certain number of credits in other colleges at the University, which I chose to do.  In addition, it was possible if one were to apply and be accepted, for certain students to be a part-time law clerk at the Supreme Court.  Both John Hetland and I applied to “split a full-time clerkship” on a part-time basis each and through the good offices of then Professor Ken Anderson of the Law school, we were encouraged to apply and were accepted for a part-time law clerk position with Justice Ted Christianson.

Justice Christianson died in office from a heart attack at the age of 42.  He was such a great Justice.  The Justice had been mentioned around that time as a candidate for Governor.  Following Christianson’s passing, Murphy was appointed.

I learned a great deal about how appellate decisions are made, which is more or less a mystery when you are not inside working with a judge.  I know how oral arguments are received and which briefs are persuasive.  That’s very helpful in appellate work.

Gilbert W. Harries – It certainly was an honor to become a Minnesota Supreme Court law clerk in 1955, and I am sure that it still is.  My becoming a clerk was an accident of circumstance.  I expected to be drafted into the Army and saw little prospect of finding a good permanent position before my military service was completed.  For whatever reason, Justice Knutson had not engaged a clerk as of June 1955, and Ken Anderson, then one of my law school professors, asked me if I would be interested.

Justice Knutson, then an Associate Justice, had practiced law with Justice Julius Olson before Olson became a Supreme Court Justice.  Knutson explained his procedure with his clerks to me by saying that when they practiced together, Julius would give him a file and he would do his work on it and when it was completed and written up, he would put it back on Julius Olson’s desk.  That was what he expected of me.

I rarely listened or oral arguments, but one morning I did so and listened to a very stirring address to the Court, probably in the appeal of the denial of a new trial in a personal injury case.  I walked into the office of the Clerk of Court to see if John McCarthy would have lunch with me, and was accosted by Justice Matson.  Matson turned on me and said, “Don’t you ever treat the Supreme Court like that.”  I muttered something like “who and what” and Matson said, “That attorney just treated the Supreme Court like we were a jury.  Don’t you ever do that.”  We believed that Justice Matson carefully drafted his opinions so that no statements in them would make good quotations to be cited in subsequent cases.

My own son, James R. Harries, was a law clerk for Justice John Simonett some years ago, and I had the honor and pleasure of moving my son’s admission to the Bar before the Supreme Court at a special session scheduled by the Justices for the purpose of admitting their clerks to the Bar, which was followed by a brief reception for the newly admitted law clerks.

Because I returned to Duluth for the practice of law where I had other connections, my clerkship was not significant to my career, but it has always been a source of some personal pride.

1956-1957

Leonard H. Bucklin – First, Justice Knutson was a man of sympathy for (a) the financial situation of law students, and (b) providing students the learning experience furnished by being a law clerk.  He had two law students as part time law clerks, instead of a full time graduate law clerk, as other Justices favored, so that two persons could gain the experience of being a law clerk.

Second, Justice Knutson taught me that enough research will find anything you are looking for.  I specially recall trying for two days to find an analogous case to the one before the court and reporting to Justice Knutson that I could not find any other case on the subject.  He responded by telling me “there always is another case on the subject” and sent me back to find another case on the subject.  This was before the era of the computer, but three days of reading the Decennial Digest did unearth a case on all fours.

Third, Justice Knutson taught me early that judges needed to be aware of the limited resources of attorneys in the small towns.  When I went to complain to him once that an attorney had furnished no real legal research but only a few citations to the American Law Reports, he responded by telling me that was probably the only resource available to the attorney in that small town.  Justice Knutson told me it was my job to then go forth and research in more authoritative books to find whether the attorney’s position had better authority than cited to the court.

Justice Knutson’s mode of operation was to give every other case to me as it came in (with the alternating ones going to the other part time law clerk).  The one receiving the case assignment would read the court file and then write a memo, summarizing the facts, and then analyzing the case, issue by issue, with our own conclusion of the pro-cons of the issue.  Justice Knutson did the same thing himself.  After both the clerk and Justice Knutson had written our memos, then Justice Knutson would call both of us law clerks into his office and proceed to question the conclusions of the writer of the law clerk’s memo.  We never knew the contents of Justice Knutson’s previously written memo to himself, but it surely was obvious to me as a law clerk that he had done research and had reached his own conclusions before he read my memo and questioned me.  It was indeed a splendid training ground for my later work in presenting motions and arguments to trial and appellate courts.

In short, my clerkship for Justice Knutson has provided me with both skill and happy memories.

1957-1958

Howard Malmon – I am sorry to be so late in answering your letter, but I am wintering in California after recovering from open heart surgery in October.

All of the information in your letter is accurate to the best of my knowledge.  As to the other clerks mentioned, Charles Mattson (no relation to the Justice) and I were each half-time clerks to Justice Leroy Matson for 1957-1958, while we were in our last year at the University of Minnesota Law School and after we had served two years on the Minnesota Law Review.  That was not unusual in those days.  The Justices would hire two half-time clerks who had been Law Review Editors, but not yet admitted to practice.  I believe that all of the clerks, except perhaps Lawrence Gallagher, were from the University of Minnesota Law School at the time.

All of the clerks on the list you sent me except for Gerald Rosenzweig and Lawrence Gallagher were classmates of mine and I knew them well.  They were good students and I believe they all became good lawyers and/or judges.  Charles Mattson moved to California and became City Attorney for one of the cities in Orange County.  Thomas Gallagher practiced labor law in Minneapolis, I believe.  Delila Pierce, formerly Delila Pierskalia, as you are aware, became a Hennepin County Judge.

I did not have contact with any members of the Court except Justice Matson and on rare occasions, Justice Thomas Gallagher.  As I remember, Justice Matson had an excellent practical legal mind, a congenial personality, and the ability to find the essence of an appellate case.  Moreover, he generously allowed his clerks to “run with” a legal problem.  On a number of occasions, the language of my memoranda to him appeared verbatim in his opinions.

In a number of ways the experience I had clerking was very helpful to me in practicing law.  The most important was to understand the practical considerations of appellate decision-making as opposed to the legal considerations.  While I did not do appellate work in my law career, I would certainly recommend the experience to any law student or graduate who had the opportunity.

One of my most vivid memories of that experience was working in the State Capitol Law Library (which was the Supreme Court Library at that time) late on Friday and Saturday nights all alone into the early hours of the morning and having to wait to be let out of the Capitol Building by the lone security guard whenever he made his rounds to the building entrance.  On occasion, my girlfriend at the time, now my wife of 48 years, who was an undergraduate at the University, would study in the Library while I was doing research and would nap on an old leather bench in the Library when I worked late.  Not very romantic, but memorable.

1961-1962

David C. Priebe – I was the first law clerk of Justice Rogosheske who started his term in the year 1961-1962.  I served with him part time while in law school my senior year until I graduated in June 1962.  I did not serve a full term and, as I recall, a classmate served as his first full time clerk in 1962-1963.  Mine was a partial term and part time.

Serving with Justice Rogosheske was a true honor and I learned a great deal about the need to practice with a high level of integrity and ethical standards.  I thought of the Judge often as an example to follow as I made decisions in my corporate and private practice.

Walter H. Mayo – I remember the 1961-1962 term with Judge Knutson very fondly.  He was a warm, gracious person, and always made clear-thinking legal or logical extrapolations from my research and drafts that wrapped up his opinions.  The experience was very helpful in developing my analytical and research skills, and frankly, the non-frantic pace was a welcome respite from the pressure of law school.

I remember being especially delighted with Judge Knutson’s elevation to Chief Justice during the year, since I got an extra $50 (I think) per month salary.

1962-1963

Dave Fitzgerald – I was clerk to Justice Frank Gallagher but also was Justice Bob Sheran’s first law clerk starting January 1, 1963, followed by Joe Hamilton, now of New York.  

I think my clerkship with Justice Frank was unique.  Both he and his wife had serious health problems in the Fall of 1962, such that his cases were reassigned to his colleagues as a result of which I had the opportunity to work with most of the entire court including the chief, Oscar Knutson, and Justices Rogosheske, Otis, Murphy and Nelson.  It was a most memorable experience and each was so different in their approach, thought process and utilization of their clerk.  It also created a unique bonding with my fellow clerks.

Kevin Hughes – I have many fond memories of my time with the court.  The then justices were a diverse and interesting group.  Clerking was an invaluable addition to my legal education.  The learning from exposure to the justices, and the many fine lawyers who appeared as advocates, would be hard to obtain otherwise.  Furthermore, the opportunity to study in-depth the legal issues and the record presented in specific cases in that setting contributed immensely to whatever success and enjoyment I have had as a practicing attorney.

Randolph E. Stefanson – In the fall of 1962, Martin Nelson was 72 years old.  He was an active and robust man.  He was known and liked by virtually everyone in the capitol building.  He never failed to stop and visit with anyone willing to spend a minute or two.  His friendliness and ability to meet people likely came from his long, but difficult, political career.  Justice Nelson told me that he had no chance in his runs for governor against DFL candidates Floyd B. Olson in 1934 and Elmer Benson in 1936, but volunteered when the Republicans could not find candidates willing to be fodder for DFL depression era cannon.  He felt that fear of losing should not get in the way of sacrificing for the honor and opportunity of public service.  Justice Nelson was a resolute conservative Republican, but I cannot recall an instance in which his political philosophy intruded upon his legal opinions.

Justice Nelson was a close friend of Chief Justice Oscar Knutson who seemed quite stern and self-contained and not particularly approachable.  Both were of good, solid Norwegian stock, but of very different temperament.  Justice Nelson shared chambers with Justice William Murphy, with whom he had a most cordial and friendly relationship.  Justice Walter Rogosheske was a favorite of all who worked with the court.  He helped lawyers mired in failing oral argument by suggesting a credible way out of the thicket.  Sometimes a lawyer was rendered unable to answer a difficult question.  Justice Rogosheske always had the helpful suggestion that picked up the argument, restored counsel’s confidence in his position and saved the day.  I have not often seen that kindness and concern repeated.

Justice Nelson rarely dissented.  One of his colleagues had a habit of writing terse, cryptic dissents.  I rarely saw Justice Nelson exchange a friendly word with that colleague, but he was unfailingly cordial and professional.  Conventional wisdom included that Justice Nelson wrote opinions much too long.  That was his style and he refused to change for his own good reasons.

Justice Nelson treated me like a son.  He was not a strict taskmaster.  I prepared a memorandum after each oral argument, following his advice as to his preliminary legal position.  We spent hours discussing approaches to his decision, and he was always most kind and helpful to me.  He gave me more than I could ever give to him.  We went for lunch together almost every day.  In the spring we would try to get to a Twins game now and then.  We went to the Shrine Circus and other events with our wives.

Justice Nelson served as one of a very few military aviators in Europe in World War I.  I saw him as a brave man in many ways.  He stayed on the court into his 80’s and for ten years after I left.  He did not want to quit and I recall a movement in the legislature that would have required him to retire.  He refused and his detractors failed.  I am certain that he felt confident that he could serve honorably until he, alone, found the right time to leave.

Thank you for the opportunity to look back forty-five years and to recall my friend and mentor, Martin A. Nelson.

1963-1964

Terence O’Loughlin - We had a great group of clerks, and I would love to see them again.  Although I clerked for Nelson, my most valued contacts were with Otis, Rogosheske and Sheran, who I recall as particularly friendly, accessible and encouraging.  Sheran and I had some good handball games.  I recall Sheran writing all his own opinions and, after he finished, his clerk’s job was to find some authorities to insert in his opinions to support what he had said.  

Ronald L. Haskvitz – Clerking for Chief Justice Knutson was a great learning experience for me because he was such an able jurist.  He was not particularly friendly or talkative, but his ability to get to the heart of a matter was unforgettable.  During oral argument, he seemed to always ask the question that the lawyers were hoping to avoid.

I enjoyed this experience largely because of the camaraderie of my fellow law clerks.  We spent a great deal of time together, both socializing and discussing legal issues in the cases that we were each working on.

This particular bench was an interesting mix of jurists because there were both old and new members.  Justices Knutson, Nelson, Murphy and Gallagher had been on the Court for some time, while Judges Rogosheske and Sheran were recent appointees to the Court.  I thought it was a great bench and I was very happy and proud to have spent my first year as a lawyer working there.

Harry M. Walsh – I remember one endless futile search for some case law on a point about railroad consolidation.  The lawyers must have had the same problem since there was nothing useful in the briefs either.  It didn’t really bother Tom Gallagher who wrote one of his lucid and carefully limited opinions for the case.  Tom was so self-reliant that Mike Gallagher and I, who were splitting the law clerk’s job and pay, didn’t have much to do.  So I used to go down to Harkins at noon to shoot pool with Mike and Ron Haskvitz.  Shooting pool against Ron was like trying to play tennis against John McEnroe.

I asked Chief Justice Knutson why the reports for the early 1940’s were so skimpy.  “There was a war on; people had something more important to do than sue each other.”  Their memories went back a long way.  They remembered the Great Depression vividly.  Oscar told about being paid his fees in kind that he would preserve on his front porch in the winter.  Judge Gallagher had a story about Governor John Johnson that he had heard from J.A.A. Burnquist.

Bob Sheran was a young Associate Justice but everybody could see that he was a lawyer who could do anything.  Jim Otis had a very kind, friendly manner with me and all the young people.  Frank Gallagher was working as a Commissioner and he seemed to be the picture of frailty but was also a kind friendly gentleman.  Rogosheske was the same.  Knutson could be a little crisp.  But they were all a credit to the bench and the bar and the human race.  Sometimes some of the secretaries were a little grouchy.  Maybe they saw the dark side.

The clerks were all fun.  I’m always glad when I bump into Haskvitz or O’Loughlin or Ratchye, as I do occasionally.  I also made a lifetime friend of John McCarthy, the Supreme Court Clerk under and after Mae Sherman.

Joseph V. Hamilton, Jr. – After clerking with Justice Sheran for 1963-1964 and having become entangled with a New York City young lady, I unexpectedly returned here, to be near both our families.  We both committed matrimony on 8-21-05, and it remains valid and in effect.

I began to work for the former Chase Manhattan Bank from 8-64, mostly in legal litigation, sometimes with the General Counsel.  In 1980, I moved to the City Corporation Counsel, largely doing City business tax (of which there are eleven) appeals.  In the last year or so, I was in the Office of the Mayor, doing appeals from our Loft Board, which involves old loft buildings fitted out for luxurious living.  I won’t try to explain.  Then, on 3-24-95, the day before I became 65, I closed my last file and never looked back.  I have found that working for a living, particularly in this City, is entirely overrated.  I have just moved to north-most Manhattan, to be quite close to two of my children.  Grandfathering is much easier.  

My memories of the Court and of Justice Sheran are all benign.  New York it was not, and good for it.  He let me take a case record and draft a decision, which was worth a year of law school!  He seemed to find my work of use, which encouraged me to evaluate these jurisdictions with recollection of a civilized world, and so deal adequately with it.  A fine legacy for me from a fine man and jurisprudent.  That he treated me personally with much kindness was a great help onto a useful litigating career.  This was not without having to deal with personal serious challenges, for which he was helpful in important situations.  My respect and affection remain vital.

Boyd H. Ratchye – Honorable James C. Otis, Justice, Supreme Court, State of Minnesota, employed me as his law clerk from September 1, 1963 through July 15, 1964, as I recall.  That was six weeks short of our initial contract; I will return to that at the close of this tribute.

The days with Justice Otis were long years ago; as I have recalled them, they have come back to me with the same sharpness as my first day in grade school, or my graduation from college or my wedding.  Those days and that time with Judge Otis are locked in my memory, not of every day recollection; and they bear on how I live my life in the law each day.  I spent a year with Justice Otis; he framed my attitudes about practicing law, about judges and lawyers and about my lawyer’s duty to my clients.  He also shaped my respect for all those judges who every day make best efforts to resolve good faith disputes among persons of good will and other refractory men and women, i.e., the clients.  Justice Otis spent time with me generously and from that generous heart opened me up to the practice of law.

You should know just how green I was when I came to work for the Justice.

There were no lawyers in my family life or personal life; I came to the law after seven years at Harvard College and Law School. I was fully prepared to practice law by briefing and arguing cases in any appellate court in the nation and did not have any sense of the law as practicum or as business. I had spent one semester on clinical work in trial practice and had never heard the word "exposure" and had never spent five minutes in law school evaluating claims from the viewpoint of either a plaintiff or a defendant. I came to Judge Otis about as purely prepared for law in the abstract as I could be. I was still pretty green when I left him but I had been prepared to meet and deal with judges, clients and lawyers in the grand manner. I had been prepared by the best thinking and writing judge I have met in twenty-five years of intense work in the law.

Methodology: His use of my time and employment was efficient, economical and designed to apply my best judgment to the particular case at hand and to disclose to him any bias I had. I recall that he was assigned every seventh case in order. As an additional assignment I was assigned a case periodically with Honorable Frank C. Gallagher, a Commissioner who was a retired Justice of the Minnesota State Supreme Court. Of him more later; he capped my year with his friend, Jimmy Otis.

On each assigned case, Judge Otis mastered the briefing by each attorney, any transcript and transcript excerpt identified by the appellate lawyer as germane to the appeal and any case cited by each brief as precedent for the case at hand.

He obtained the transcript complete of each case. The Judge never limited himself to the key parts of the transcript identified by the lawyers. He particularly wanted to read any pretrial, trial orders or chambers discussions between counsel and the trial judge. That gave him a feel during the trial for the case; it was something new to me. I had understood in law school that the judges were fairly well limited by what the lawyers determined would be the pertinent parts of the transcript or the argument.

Justice Otis assigned me to prepare a memo on each case for which he was the responsible judge at the Supreme Court. He required the following elements: a concise statement of the facts, and trial posture of the claims; my own identification of the key issue or issues on appeal with reference to Minnesota Statutes, a Rule of Civil Procedure, or any case that was cited as precedent; a statement of the issues on appeal from the lawyers' briefs, with a full disclosure of my own judgment on the resolution of the appeal issues; an outline of the thread, the gist of the argument of each appellate lawyer; a critique and evaluation of any case central to the resolution of the case on appeal, along with a thorough shepardizing of that case as current as I could get it.

I always felt that this memo focused the issue; I have tried to carry that memo and its element into my own law practice. It forces a disclosure of the law clerk's opinion, identification of the operative facts and a narrowing of the issues on appeal.

I had come into work for Judge Otis with an expectation of writing draft opinions of his decisions, once reached with the other members of the State Supreme Court. In short, I myself was to be a part of the web of the law and drafting the appellate opinions. The more fool I.

In the entire year working for Judge Otis, he always wrote any initial draft, any following drafts and the final draft. He never asked me to make a first draft of any opinion. He also disclosed to me the case resolution only after he had completed his own first draft of his opinion or of his dissent. If he asked me to do any additional legal research, it was always in the blind: he did not disclose to me his own thinking or his own resolution of the case. Our discussions always took the form of critiquing my position or whatever I believed was a sound position or discussing the position on appeal of a party.

In retrospect, I see that process as assuring him of my judgment free of any effort to lean his way or not. It also assured he was fully responsible for the written opinion. His working through to a conclusion guaranteed that those conclusions were his own and not those of the law clerk.

So much for his methodology. The balance of this is to give you some feel for Judge Otis as a judge and a man. I have tried to locate a luminous detail when I could remember it.

A Judge and a Lawyer Ought Address the Client's Problem, Not Create Additional Ones: Almost as soon as I went to work for him, we had an appeal where the two lawyers had squabbled a good deal at trial. None of that had anything to do with the problem on the merits between the clients. In fact, two full pages of one of the briefs was one sentence; Judge Otis imagined the lawyer just seating himself in the sanctity and privacy of his own office and then, just yelling at his dictaphone and letting all those angry feelings about the other lawyer flow out. The briefs really were nothing but hard comment about the other lawyer's sharp practice; neither the judge nor I were aided in understanding the issues; neither were we persuaded.

In this appeal Justice Otis cautioned me about contributing to a client's problems and failing to help solve them.

When Judge Otis was trying lawsuits as a trial judge he did his best to ignore squabbles between lawyers; he told me that my own problems as a lawyer with other lawyers will never resolve the issue between the clients. He pointed out that any competent judge (and every judge I have seen has been competent in this area) would first try to ameliorate any "attorney problems" and then ignore them. The trial judge would always appreciate help in resolving the matter between the clients on the merits and within the bounds of law. From time to time, this has been a hard thing to keep in mind while I have practiced law; it was a worthy lesson from the Judge.

Write With Economy: Soon after I went to work for Judge Otis, we had an appeal from the grant of a summary judgment, i.e., the trial judge had cut off any trial by entering a judgment (as it turned out prematurely). In briefing the case for Judge Otis, I decided I would extend him the entire history of summary judgments from the adoption of the Field Code about 1875 or whatever to the day he read my brief. I worked for a week and generated every case in which the Supreme Court of the State of Minnesota had reviewed summary judgments; I presented this artwork to Judge Otis. I had also done all the other evaluations he needed on the case.

After about two days he handed me his opinion. My briefing had been perhaps fifteen, perhaps twenty-five pages. His opinion was a page and one-half. He asked me to read it and I read it. In reversing the trial court, he had not cited any case that I had cited to him.

As I read his page and one-half, I realized he wanted me to evaluate the legal issues, to solve the problems not quote law. He did not want law review articles.

I read that page and one-half and had a comment. His case seemed short, brief, too brief. I then suggested to him that he make a citation in the case -- that he cite to Rule 56, Minnesota Rules of Civil Procedure, the one involving summary judgments, the subject of the appeal.

Judge Otis adopted that suggestion. My memory about the case is that it has no citations whatever and the reference to Rule 56, M.R.C.P., is in a footnote.

I learned from him and have tried, with occasional success, to write with economy and to assure that the operative reasoning in my briefing is exposed for the benefit of the trial judge.

In terms of policy discussions, he was always ready to cite to the latest changes in the law. We would review the Model Code of Evidence from the American Law Institute and the Uniform Rules of Evidence but Justice Otis did want things written with some grace and some economy.

Justice Requires Orderly Procedure: In the year I worked for him he acted as an arbitrator on a disputed matter between lawyers angry with each other. The net of that case was his assertion of control, just as in a courtroom, and his requirement of compliance with the Rules of Civil Procedure. He had hoped that the arbitration would be a bit informal but the high and harsh feelings between the lawyers prompted him to require running the arbitration as if it were a trial.

This was all of interest to me. The key in all this was his explanation to me of what was going on. The orderly procedures in the Minnesota Rules of Civil Procedure and the known rules of trial procedure extended each party a full, complete opportunity to state its own case and to have it parsed by cross-examination. Each had a time to speak and to be heard; and each had his own time to be quiet.

A Stunned Afternoon: I was eating with other law clerks and some secretaries at the lunchroom at the old Vocational High School when we were told that President Kennedy had been murdered in Dallas. The rest of that afternoon is simply a muddle of memory.

I realized how deeply I had come to care for President Kennedy and his family. I had been at Harvard College from 1956 to 1960; in that period he had been the junior Senator from Massachusetts and mounted his national campaign. From 1960 to 1963, he was the President when I was enrolled at the Law School. He was shot and killed in the fall of the year that I began my law practice. I had always been enormously critical of his slow moves on civil rights. When the country lost him and I lost him, I realized how much he had been ingrained in my college experience and the idealism and hopes that I had brought to Minnesota from the College and the Law School.

I have no memorable moment or comment from Judge Otis from that afternoon just a sense of his hurt and his caring. He and I and Judge Rogosheske and his law clerk, James Fahlgren, sat in Judge Otis' office for two hours stunned and quiet and made desultory conversation.

Judge Otis was a man of obvious feeling. He had felt the same injury to his emotional fabric that I had felt and was thoughtful about the loss to the Kennedy family and children that day and to come. Through the afternoon, both Judge Otis and Judge Rogosheske commiserated with Jim and me. The two judges, older men, reached a judgment that amazed me then and that I doubted. They suggested that the death of the President was the opening act of ten years of discord in the nation. They were correct.

"How Can You Do That?": Through my year, I was surprised by the number of couples married by the Justices of the Minnesota State Supreme Court. One or two couples were coming up each week and being married by one or another of the Justices, among them Judge Otis. I observed this and was a witness several different times. Somehow that never seemed seemly to me.

And so in my green happiness or happy greenness, I scoured the Minnesota Statutes looking for the authority of any judge or Justice of the Minnesota State Supreme Court to marry people. I could find none; being a law clerk, I felt it my duty to assure obedience to the law among those around me, Judge Otis among them.

I went to him and said "How can you do this?" and told him I could find no authority, statutory or otherwise, for him to marry people. His response to this was that he could marry them, he was a notary public, and, when he married them, they stayed married.

I figured out our discussion of his authority, statutory or otherwise, had just closed. I understood what he had told me. I never did go back to the statutes to find out if a notary public could marry people. Or bring the matter up again. I continued to act as witness whenever the Judge wanted me to do that.

"Isn't That Just Like a Republican": One of the points of pride I have had with Judge Otis is something he has told me several times through these intervening years. He has been my father confessor, my guru as I have contemplated changing the focus of my practice or leaving a law firm or in any way making a significant change in my professional life. When I counsel with him he recalls that in all the years of all his law clerks there was only one year that he took his full summer vacation because his work was done. That was the year that I worked for him.

Apparently, I had taken all of his advice and pointers to heart and we cleaned up the whole of his case load by mid-June or the end of June, 1964. Back then, this gave me a good deal of pride because I expected that I would then be working for him for the next two months with nothing to do. I thought all I would do was pick up my paycheck; nice work if you can get it. I could not, it turned out.

Well that prospect must have struck a slight amount of anxiety in Judge Otis' conservative heart (moderate heart? liberal heart?). He called me in the first week in July to alert me that my last day would be the 15th of July. That was a disappointment to me. I knew that I would be able to go to work for my law firm and that they would be glad to have me a month early. I had had a good year and it was a rewarding experience, even if it was shortened by my own vigor and industry and his own vigor and industry.

The next day I was having lunch with Honorable Frank C. Gallagher, Commissioner. While I worked for Frank for the year, he had befriended me and we had gotten close: Frank was a good Democrat who was as harmed in his time by the assassination of President Kennedy as I was in my time. Frank had looked forward to having me work on other files of his and just having a good time visiting at coffee and at lunch.

I told Frank about the shortening of my career with Judge Otis because we had both been so efficient. Frank, with the deep wisdom of a good Irishman and a Democrat, looked at me and said it was too bad that that had happened to me and then said "Jimmy Otis! Isn't that just like a Republican!"

When the reader follows this story, he gets a picture of Frank Gallagher and Jimmy Otis. And you will be glad to know that when you read this for the first time, you will be paralleling Judge Otis who never heard that story until he saw it here in print. I had never told Jimmy Frank's comment about him before this.

"You're young too, . . ."  One of the joys of my life the first year with Judge Otis was the time with my wife, Jean, We were both fresh and new in Minnesota and resolved on having a family.
During that year Jean conceived with our first born, Ellen. (No help from the Judge there.) Ellen now has graduated from college and is enrolled as a Hill Foundation Scholar at the University of Minnesota. She is working for a Master's Degree at the University. So time does progress; there are joys and benefits to life beyond law.

In that year Judge Otis took Jean and me to lunch from time to time; at one of those lunches we told him that Jean was due in November, 1964. Judge Otis was a man and a husband and a father. He was moved and happy about our forthcoming birth. And he began to speak about the birth of his own children, he was pleased to recall that and tell with us what it was like to have children in a family.

Then he said something that I have always cherished and have said to other men and women as they look forward to the birth of their children. Judge Otis looked at our shining faces, and he talked about the joys of having a family and then he said "You're young, too. You can take it." He was right; we were young and we could take it.

And in the law, and in my life, Judge Otis has always been young too, and he can take it. Through that year and through my own career in the law, Judge Otis has become enshrined in my heart. He is young, too, about attitudes toward the law and life and the clients and the lawyers whom that we all deal with. And, while I was working with him, he could give it out generously, in a caring and merry way in the grand manner.

Judge Otis, I honor you and I thank you for introducing me to the practice of law. I thank you for showing me in your professional life that a judge can resolve the clash of interests peacefully. You have always met your own duty to the law with your own personal vision of justice in the grand manner. Thank you for all that.

1964-1965

Jack Strothman – The clerking experience was both an eye opener as to the appellate process, a course in legal memo writing, an opportunity to write much of a few opinions and the totality of some opinions (for Judge Frank Gallagher).  We also benefited from watching and learning from many of the oral arguments.  

Some of the justices were very approachable and personable.  A couple were not so inclined, but generally all of the clerks had a very pleasant and educational experience as best I can recall.  We all became better friends although many of us were friends from law school or earlier.  

This was Bob Sheran’s first year on the court as an associate justice.  Both of us found ourselves at Lindquist & Vennum a few years later and enjoyed that relationship.  He was an impressive justice in his first year and, of course, an excellent Chief Justice some years later.  He also was helpful to the clerks back in our early days.  

One of the benefits of working for the Chief Justice (which may remain?) is that his caseload was much reduced and his clerk was paid slightly more.  I considered myself quite “lucky” in this regard.  This allowed me a certain amount of time to “moonlight” on a project for the firm I was to join after my clerkship, Vennum, Newhall, Ackman and Goetz, one of the predecessors of Lindquist & Vennum.  

It is hard to judge how this clerkship advanced my legal career, but I am influenced to think it has.  It is something I have always noted in a bio or resume.

Loren Gross – My year as a clerk for Justice Sheran was probably the greatest influence on my career in the law.  The clerks that year were a very collegial group.  Most of us were classmates at the University of Minnesota.  Warren Peterson came from William Mitchell, but he fit in well with the group.  We worked very hard and helped each other in finding direction for what we were expected to do.  We also socialized during work, going to lunch together, coffee breaks, and two-minute walks with John McCarthy who liked to walk outside even on the very coldest days.  

The best part about the job was being able to work closely with Justice Sheran on a day-to-day basis.  He was just the greatest; a real legal scholar, a mentor, a philosopher, psychologist, and just a joy to be around.  

My days were very busy because Gideon v. Wainswright had just come down from the U.S. Supreme Court and Justice Sheran, being the low man on the totem pole at the Minnesota Court, got the duty of appointing lawyers to represent criminal defendants who had been convicted and incarcerated without having counsel available because they could not afford a lawyer.  Post conviction petitions for habeas corpus poured into Justice Sheran’s office and together we adopted a system for reviewing them and appointing lawyers who were required to represent them pro bono.  

In addition, Justice Sheran asked me to read the records and briefs on every case before the Court that year and to write him a two- or three-page memo on the issues and whether or not the cases deserved full development because they would be precedents for the future in situations where the law was evolving.  

Justice Sheran trusted me to write drafts of several opinions and served as my willing editor to be sure I did not go too far astray.  After more than 40 years, I can still remember the vigorous arguments with Justices Sheran, Murphy, and Rogosheske which sometimes took place after-hours when everyone else had left for the day.  

Together, Justice Sheran and I reviewed the resumes of those applying to be my successor and he even allowed me to believe my opinion mattered because ultimately we agreed who it should be.  

In summary, my year as a clerk was one that would give any young graduate lawyer fond memories.  A deeper knowledge and love of the law and the way it works becomes a part of me while I was enjoying every minute.

Warren E. Peterson – I cannot overstate the significance of my year in the Supreme Court.  Walking up those marble steps into that magnificent building was a daily inspiration.  I remember Justice Otis making a similar comment.

I have often thought of that idyllic year wherein there were no timesheets and there was sufficient time to review, peruse, and analyze briefs and cases in the solitude of that quiet magnificent library.

Having the opportunity to review and analyze briefs, draft opinions, part of which, at times, became a part of the published opinion, was a heady experience.

I will never forget John McCarthy, the clerk of the Supreme Court.  Daily, he would come to our offices and herd us to the coffee room for morning coffee.  We had a very compatible group of clerks who socialized during and after work hours and this, of course, added to and enriched the experience.  Dick Goff and I shared an office and we used to get into frequent discussions about the Vietnam War.  Dick, being a loyal Democrat, was, as I recall, a hawk, and I was more of a dove.  As is usually the case, neither of us were able to change the other’s opinion.  However, the discussions were often lively.

We had the unique experience of listening to each oral argument.  Each justice had their own style of inquiry.  Justice Sheran would lead an attorney down the primrose path and then ask the insightful question that would “cut them off at the knees.”  Justice Otis had a tendency to be a bit sarcastic in his questioning.  Chief Justice Knutson would sit there as a sly fox not saying much, but then ask the fundamental question which would get to the heart of the matter.  Sometimes it would be great drama.  I recall one time when John Cochran was mimicking a robber and he had his hand in his suit coat pocket in an attempt to illustrate the location of the robber’s gun.  We apparently found it too humorous as Justice Knutson had a note delivered to us to keep quiet.  It was a bit embarrassing.

I suspect the greatest benefit to me individually and as a lawyer was that it gave me a great deal of confidence about my ability to resolve legal issues.  Frankly, I walked into the job with very little confidence and left with the confidence that I could handle anything.  This may have been a bit of an illusion, however, it has served me well.

There is no doubt that it was the best job I’ve ever had and I am truly grateful to Terry O’Loughlin, who was Justice Nelson’s previous clerk, for suggesting that I interview for the job.  But for him, I would not have had this wonderful experience.

1965-1966

William Beadie – I consider it a great gift that I could clerk for Judge Rogosheske (1965-66).  He was a kind man with firm and clear expectations for good work; a joy to work with.  His experience as a trial lawyer, legislator, trial judge, and, of course, appellate judge brought great insight and, most of all, common sense to our conversations as we worked together on the cases he was to decide.  

Having clerked for him I am sure I learned much more quickly than otherwise what it took to write an effective appellate brief and make an effective appellate argument.  The experience of clerking also took much of the mystery out of that aspect of the practice and so I had a bit more confidence when I started work with a St. Paul firm.  

Also a huge benefit: the association with the other clerks who became fellow practitioners.  Those relationships have continued which has been very satisfying to me.  

I tried to keep all of this short.  I could have added that it was the unanimous opinion of all of the bridge-playing clerks that Crawford was the slowest bridge player any of us had ever seen.  I could also have said that I enjoyed sharing an office with Peter Seed, but whenever he got going on something it was impossible to shut him up!

Sam Hanson – As others have said, working for Justice Sheran was indeed a privilege – his reputation as a great trial lawyer was, of course, well earned and was reflected in his ability to cut to the quick on the most complex of cases.  He had the uncanny ability to hold all of the facts and the format for legal analysis in his mind, never relying on notes.  He would then gather a few books and begin dictating his opinion to his administrative assistant, largely from memory.  Apparently, he had a detailed mental map of the case.  In the early days of my practice, I tried to copy his style – i.e. picking a jury without notes, conducting a trial without a legal pad – but it was not for me.  

Two stories on my assignment to handle indigent appeals that came to Justice Sheran:  The first involved a creative pro se post-conviction petition, styled as a “Writ of Habeas Escapeas” – essentially stating “just get me out of here.”  The second was my call to an out-state attorney, located in Martindale, to ask him to represent a petitioner pro bono.  As always, I started the call by saying “Justice Sheran has asked me to call you,” etc.  This lawyer was evasive and surprisingly declined the assignment.  A week or two later, skimming Minnesota Reports in search for a case, the lawyer’s name caught my eye, in the title of the disciplinary case that ended in his disbarment.

1968-1969

Alan K. Ruvelson, Jr. – The experience of working for the Supreme Court is a highlight of my legal career.  Justice Otis was, at the same time, excellent and kind.  He was a good teacher, as were all of the other justices.  The clerks were fun.  My having been away for law school was never an impediment.  Unfortunately, my term was abbreviated (as was Dick Dahlen’s) by being drafted.  (Thus began 34 years of military service.)

1969-1970

Steven M. Rubin – Five of my fellow law clerks were in my law school graduating class, so I had known them for three years prior to the clerkship.  We were a very close-knit group, and we collaborated often, as did many of the justices.  I have remained good friends with a few of the clerks to this day.

There was no Court of Appeals at the time, and the Supreme Court was extremely busy.  The law clerks were also very busy, as each Justice only had one clerk.  We would assist each other during the many time crunches we incurred.  This hectic schedule did not interfere, however, with our morning crossword puzzle sessions.

I was highly impressed with the intelligence, dedication, and fairness of the justices.  My sense, as a newly installed lawyer, was that in the overwhelming majority of cases, the court reached the “right result.”  I was particularly impressed with Justices Rogosheske and Sheran.

My assignment, Justice Martin Nelson, often consulted with Chief Justice Oscar Knutson, regarding his opinions.  Justice Nelson’s secretary was his daughter Enid.  Justice Nelson would stand at a podium in his chambers, and dictate his opinion to Enid.  She would take the dictation in shorthand, transcribe the dictation, and type (is that word still used?) the opinion.  For those who knew Judge Nelson, they knew that brevity was not one of his virtues.  Justice Nelson was a wonderful man.

A the end of the term, we had a party at my house for all the justices and the clerks.  It was a wonderful evening, and a delightful way to end a wonderfully fulfilling year with the Minnesota Supreme Court.

L. Michael Hall – My experience as a law clerk was wonderful.  As you know, I clerked for Justice Rogosheske.  He was diligent, very hard working and had an exceptional sense of equity.  He always wanted to do what he could to see that the litigants were treated fairly.  He treated me like a son, spending time with me discussing and analyzing the cases he was assigned.  This allowed me to directly observe how he arrived at the decisions he made.  In that process, I observed that he took the law, the litigants, and a strong sense of morality into consideration.  He was a fine example of what I should strive for as a lawyer.

The process of writing memos for Justice Rogosheske developed many analytical, research and writing skills in a way that law school hadn’t.  It has always seemed to me that I could never have learned what I learned as a law clerk to the Minnesota Supreme Court anywhere else.

As you certainly must know, the law clerks for all the justices shared their experiences with each other and as a result of these shared experiences, I was able to gain some insight into how other justices handled the cases assigned to them.  It also gave me insight into the personalities of some genuinely fine people who happened to be justices on the Minnesota Supreme Court.

The experience of clerking for the Minnesota Supreme Court was a unique and valuable privilege which has served me well both as a lawyer and as a person.

1970-1971

Michael Williams – Because of Justice Frank Gallagher’s lighter schedule of assigned cases just before his retirement during my clerkship, I was also assigned to clerk for the District Court Judges who rotated onto the bench and sat for 2-3 months at a time to help out with the caseload.  I specially (and fondly) remember working for retired District Court Judge Chester Rosengren from Fergus Falls and retired District Court Judge Donald Odden from Duluth.  There was a third Judge who rotated through, but he preferred to do his own research and writing.  I want to say his name was Rolloff.  He wrote in shorthand as fast as any court reporter I ever saw.  As a practical matter, no one could have kept pace with him.  

I enjoyed the experience.  At the time I thought I would have gained more from the experience (and perhaps been more helpful to the Court) had I been a couple years out of law school.  In retrospect, each Justice had such unique style and needs that optimizing value of the clerkship to both employer and employee required adjusting to your own Justice’s needs and it took some time for that to happen.  I suspect that my situation was unique in that my assigned Justice retired mid-year and I then had to “volunteer” as a sort of “float clerk” to the other Justices (and their clerks on occasion) to stay busy.  

All the clerks got along well with each other, though hard to tell from how infrequently we have seen each other since then.  The Justices were uniformly “nice people” and very considerate to the clerks.  I had the impression that they remembered what it was like to have just gotten out of law school and they “tolerated” our (at least my) naiveté.  The judges were uniformly (not equally) intelligent and well suited temperamentally to their jobs.  If different than that they hid it well.  I was never aware of any dissension on the Court and the Justices seemed to genuinely “care/look out for” each other.  It showed and set the tone for a good work environment.  Any of the Judges with whom I worked would have been a good role model for the demeanor needed for a successful legal career, although after all these years I now would throw in the need to show more emotion at times.  

The clerking experience was valuable to me in a way somewhat different perhaps than for some of the other clerks.  I had attended the University of Michigan Law School, as did fellow clerk Gordon Conn, and wanted a specific job back in  Minnesota but had not made contact with that position until well into my clerkship year.  I used the year to look for and sell myself for that specific job, something which may have been impossible to do “from a distance” and without the networking which starts in law school, especially at an “in state” school.

1972-1973

Steve Gottschalk – My experience clerking for Justice MacLaughlin was absolutely wonderful.  I was his first clerk and we enjoyed learning the ropes together.  I recall that he worked quite hard.  We clerks did not feel comfortable leaving for the day until our judge had left and I was almost always the last clerk to leave.  Justice MacLaughlin and I kept in contact until his recent death.  He provided for me the model of all that is best about legal and judicial practice.  As you may know, we have established a scholarship in his name at the University of Minnesota Law School.  I have a photograph of the judge and his clerks from about 10 years ago.  

I learned much about legal practices in my year of clerkship.  It was especially valuable for someone like me who did not grow up around lawyers or the law.  The clerkship provided a solid basis for 33 years of practice with Dorsey.

1973-1974

John Stoller – I found my clerkship extremely rewarding from a professional and a personal standpoint.  I was a New York City guy who followed the advice and example of Steve Gottschalk, a college and fraternity friend who clerked for Justice MacLaughlin during the 1972-1973 term, to give the Twin Cities a look.  Clerking allowed me to do that, and my wife and I grew to love the area.  The clerkship was a great transition to the legal practice and was a valuable way to watch the state’s best advocates in action and allowed us to witness how case law became a reality (and participate in the process).  Judge Rogosheske suffered a heart attack during his term, and I had the privilege of serving each of the Justices until Justice Rogosheske returned.  Justice Rogosheske and his family pretty much adopted my wife and me and were very helpful in our settling into Minnesota.  

I also recall that the Supreme Court premises were restored and remodeled during the term and that we spent much of the term in the Federal Building using the U.S. Courthouse.

1975-1976

J. Kevin Costley – The list brought back very pleasant memories of my law clerk days.  I would carpool in with two of the other clerks (Mark Jarboe and Bill Macklin) and although we do not keep in touch, I follow with great interest developments in their professional lives.  I also met Nadine Strossen as a fellow clerk.  She helped persuade me to join Lindquist & Vennum after the clerkship ended.  While I have remained at L&V, Nadine has gone on to have an impressive career as a professor of law at New York School of Law and as President of the ACLU.  However the value of the clerkship experience goes far beyond the relationships with fellow clerks.  I learned the art of advocacy from the judging end.  I learned what approaches and arguments were effective with the Court and what tactics to avoid.  I learned the importance of writing in precise terms (knowing that my language may appear in the final opinion and could be quoted as law in the future).  Indeed, approximately two years after I left the Court I had the unusual opportunity to quote in a brief language from an opinion that I had originally written.  The clerkship experience provided me the confidence I needed to succeed in the practice of law.

1976-1977

Emily Seesel – My year as law clerk to Justice Harry McLaughlin was the high point of my legal career and one of the most exciting times of my entire life.  The experience was of extreme value since I had to wrestle with a different problem every week.  Since there was no intermediate Court of Appeals in 1976, all appeals were allowed to come before the Supreme Court.  This created a tremendous caseload for each of us 10 individuals who were serving the 9 members of the Court (plus a visiting judge who changed every few weeks).  Everything depended on us and there was no one else to help us.  The cases spanned the entire range of legal issues and we would deal with ditch law one week, a murder case the next, a product failure the following, an auto accident the week after that.  During the week allotted to a particular case, we had to read the briefs, the entire vault file which could be several boxes worth, the transcript from the trial court and we had to look up all the cases referenced by the parties to be certain they actually said what they purported to say.  In this intense setting, we worked nights and weekends regularly, but learned arcane and useful facts like Article Five law, the proper definition of a holder in due course, and other constitutional and statutory conundrums.

Incidentally, I was 50 years old when I served in this capacity and I was especially grateful for the learning opportunity since I was older than most of the Justices.  It helped me transition into a legal career with confidence in my own conclusions.  I will never forget my fellow clerks with whom I forged strong bonds and close friendships.  And I will never forget Judge Harry McLaughlin who was incredibly demanding and very brilliant.  Having worked for him, I could have worked for anyone.

Eugene Hennig – It was one of the greatest professional and personal experiences of my life to serve as a law clerk for Justice Walter F. Rogosheske during the Court’s 1976-77 term.  Working closely for a year with one of the justices on the Court was for me, as I am sure it was for many other clerks, a wonderful experience since we were in a position while still a neophyte lawyer to make a positive contribution to the law here in Minnesota.  But beyond that, working for Judge Rogosheske was particularly special because in a very real sense we became a part of his family.  Every year the Judge’s former clerks, who eventually numbered more than 20, would gather together for dinner to share memories and to hear the Judge expound on all matters of politics, law and the latest happenings at the Court.  Later, in the summer, the Judge and his wife, Dorothy, would then invite not only the clerks but their families up to their lake place on Lake Alexander, which became a special event for our spouses and children.  The “family of clerks” bonded together over the years and still in many cases are in contact with each other to this day.  It was eventually a sad, but nonetheless great honor, to serve along with other clerks as a pallbearer at his funeral.  May he continue to rest in peace.

Two other thoughts might be worth sharing, which go beyond the particular experience I had with Justice Rogosheske.  First, I continue to be astonished at the degree to which justices on the Court respected opinions of young clerks like me.  It was customary at the time I clerked, as I am sure is still the case, for the clerks to prepare memoranda to the Court summarizing the facts and law raised in connection with pending appeals.  At the end of these memoranda, clerks were also invited and expected to make a “recommended disposition.”  That the Court would actually be interested in knowing how a clerk thought a case should be decided continues to amaze me.  On one occasion that I recall I recommended a disposition in a particular matter which the Court ended up not agreeing with.  I still remember Judge Rogosheske apologizing to me for the fact that the Court just was not able to go along with what I suggested!  What I tried to explain to the Judge in response was that it really did not bother me one bit that the Court was deciding the matter in a different direction since just to be asked our opinion was more flattery than we would have ever expected.

The other memory that comes to mind from my clerking days was that during the year that I was at the Court, I experienced for the first and last time dealing with the concept of “justice” on a regular basis.  On a number of occasions that I can recall the Judge and I would be talking about a matter and he would lean back in his chair and inquire “What is the justice in this case?”  For the Judge and his colleagues on the Court, the idea of justice really mattered.  I got the sense that the justices on the Minnesota Supreme Court truly cared about doing the right thing and that having litigated matters resolved in a manner that was just was terribly important.  Politics seemed to matter far less than many people not associated with the Court would have believed to be the case.  When my year of clerking was done and I joined a large Minneapolis law firm to begin what has now become three decades of law practice, I was somewhat sad to realize that the word “justice” is not used much in the actual practice.  Perhaps it is naïve to think that clients and their lawyers would in most instances ever be much interested in justice, but, at least for a year in my life, it was an important idea while at the Court.

Thanks for the effort you have put into compiling all of these recollections.

1977-1978

Barbara Isaacman – I enjoyed very much my time on the court working for Chief Justice Sheran.  You may recall that I was there for two terms – 1977-1978 and from January – August 1980.  Interacting with him and the other justices was eye opening.  It was a great experience seeing how decisions were crafted, and I was lucky to have had the opportunity from time to time to sit in on the justices’ post-argument discussions.  I also had the experience of writing two law review articles with Chief Justice Sheran and took seriously my role of reviewing all of the unpublished opinions circulating to alert him to ones in which he might want to dissent.  

What I learned of the inner workings of the court remains with me until today and affects how I represent my clients.

Maury Landsman – I still remember my term as Justice Yetka’s clerk with great fondness.  The justices and the clerks were collegial.  My relationship with Justice Yetka was excellent; I always felt that my thoughts about the law were taken seriously.  I also remember playing tennis with Justice Otis and Jack Arnold.  I do not remember who the fourth person was.  We were introduced to the then new Westlaw that year, but I found it too “clunky” and went back to using real books for my research.  The experience was the perfect transition from law school to practice, and the clerkship was helpful in getting me my job at the law school.  Justice Yetka’s clerks had an annual lunch until about ten years ago, but that unfortunately ended.

1979-1980

Michele Timmons – I remember the 1979-80 term as a year of great intellectual challenge, but also lots of fun.  Judge Lawrence Yetka was a wonderful boss with efficient work habits and a big heart.  On a personal level, I established some life-long friendships with fellow clerks.  From a professional standpoint, the clerkship was an important building block for what turned out to be a career in government.  After leaving the judicial branch, I spent eighteen years in county government with Ramsey County and nine years thus far with the legislative branch as Revisor of Statutes.  Understanding the role and perspective of the highest state court has added an important dimension to my subsequent government service.

Joe LaFave – Being a law clerk was a good experience for me.  I learned more than I contributed and I met some very nice people.  It was fun to see the names again.

Steven Jamar – We played bridge over the noon hour in the spring after we had become closer and more efficient at our jobs.

1981-1982

Laura Kadwell – I remember very fondly my year with the Court.  During that year, Justice Wahl, her secretary at the time (Eleanor Lapinsky), Richard Breitman and I forged what has become a life-long relationship.  I gained great respect for the legal profession and especially for the role of women attorneys and judges.  I will always be grateful to the Court and, in particular, to Justice Wahl for the opportunity to serve.

Thomas Catania – I remember my experience working for the court with great fondness, and say hello to my fellow clerks.

1982-1983

Terry Slye – During our year we kept a bulletin board of funny things we heard/read in cases, and we actually compiled a book of the best humor.  That would be a great memento of that year, and I will try to locate my copy.  As another piece of history, is someone keeping track of who the Justices’ secretaries were during those years?  Those are the ladies who REALLY made the court run (and made all the rest of us look good)!

1983-1984

Mary Ranum – I have often said that though I am not a litigator, I have valued my clerkship experience very much.  I have tried in my legal career to emulate the integrity, generosity, and commitment to public service that I saw in the justices on the court at the time of my clerkship, particularly, Justices C. Donald Peterson, Rosalie Wahl and John Simonett.  I value the life long friendships I gained with my fellow clerks.

Terri Mandel – For the past six years, I have been in the fortunate position of running a legal practice with our daughter, Jodi Chall, J.D. and an art and music licensing business (TJS Consulting, Inc.) with Jodi and our son, Steven Mandel, J.D. MBA.  We began our practice in Northern California in 2000, when my husband left the University of Minnesota to take a position in private industry and we all followed.  Then Jack and I relocated to Georgia in 2003 when he became the Chairman of Epidemiology at Emory University.  He and I live in Atlanta and I commute monthly to California where our children and grandchildren live.  Thus, you should use the below Atlanta address as my primary contact information.  I am now licensed in three states, have a national practice, and our federal law IP practice has lately extended internationally.

My memories of my stint as law clerk to Doug Amdahl are very clear and immediate, perhaps that is because it was such an exciting time.  I was deeply honored to have been selected and to have the opportunity to work with such a fine jurist.  Justice Amdahl is an ethical, intelligent and caring person.  He exemplifies all that is great about the American legal system, always striving to dispense justice equally, and with dignity.  He treated his clerks as colleagues.  He wanted to hear their perspectives, especially when they differed from his.  He stayed in touch with his clerks throughout our careers.  The occasional picnics at the Amdahl’s house provided the opportunity to network with his clerks from other years, an admirable group of down to earth, warm and intelligent high achievers and their families.

The other justices were approachable, and friendly.  Their discourse was always elevated and respectful.  I remember the old courtroom in the State Capitol with awe.  When I passed the Bar, I was sworn in by the Chief in a moving private ceremony which my family attended.  Sitting in on oral arguments, and learning to recognize those which were particularly well done, contributed to my confidence that I could succeed in the legal world.  And what an inspiration it was to serve at a time when there were two women justices on the court: Justice Rosalie Wahl and Jeanne Coyne, from very different legal backgrounds, but both so intelligent and respected in their profession.  The year was memorable for another reason.  I still vividly remember the historic day when we clerks gathered in the Minnesota legislature to watch Walter Mondale announce that his running mate for the Presidency was to be a woman.

As for my co-clerks, they were a wide variety of people, from law schools all over the country.  There were 19 of us of different ages and backgrounds, but all bright, intelligent and funny.  We engaged in vehement legal and political debates and shared our anxieties about our future careers.  We worked very hard, as it was the year in which the Court of Appeals was being established and the Supreme Court caseload was very heavy.  As the Chief’s clerks, Steve Rau and I shared an office and everyone else worked in a big open room with desks and no dividers.  Because there were only two Westlaw terminals which were upstairs in a loft above that room, we mixed daily with all of the clerks.  And, once out in the work world, they were valuable contacts to have.

Some of my former law clerk colleagues are aware that singing is my avocation and they may be interested to know that having left big law firm partnerships, I finally have had some time to devote to singing. Thank you for the opportunity to reminisce.  As you can tell, I can’t stress enough how important and valuable my clerking year was for my future career.

1985-1986

George Wood – Clerking was a wonderful experience and I have a number of fond memories (even after 22 years) of my time with the Court.

William J. Egan – For years, at the end of a clerk’s tenure with him, Judge Douglas Amdahl rewarded each clerk with a gift – a replica of Daniel Chester French’s statue of Abraham Lincoln as seen in the Lincoln Memorial in Washington, D.C.  It is not surprising that Judge Amdahl would select a statute of Lincoln as his gift to his clerks.  The Judge has always had great admiration for Lincoln, and the Judge himself bears many of the traits that made Lincoln famous.  Those traits have also won Judge Amdahl the respect and devotion of his law clerks.  These qualities make the Judge’s gift of the Lincoln statute particularly special.

Lincoln and Amdahl are both known for their directness and clarity of thought.  The Judge taught his clerks that the most powerful and persuasive words are those that are simple and clear.  By his example, Judge Amdahl’s clerks learned that the most difficult argument to overcome is one based upon simple logic and sound fact.

Lincoln and Amdahl are known as men of principle.  In his last public address, Lincoln said, “Important principles may and must be inflexible.”  Judge Amdahl taught his clerks that they should love the law as a science, as an art and as a tool to make our world better, more than just a place to live.

Abraham Lincoln was a conciliator.  He brought the country together at a time when it could well have disintegrated.  Judge Amdahl, too, has always been a great conciliator.  The Judge showed us that compromise is not only the best solution to many disputes, it at times is the only real and lasting solution.

Most of what we learned from Judge Amdahl, much of which was also reflected in the life of Abraham Lincoln, was the virtue and the beauty of humility.  Judge Amdahl’s humility was and remains well known.  By his example, the Judge taught us that it is the work, not the person that is important.  It was through his work that Judge Amdahl taught his clerks that there is more to the art of judging, and to the art of lawyering, than simply knowing the law.  It requires study, thought, and understanding.  It requires devotion to the law and to public service.  It requires compassion, reflection, and soul-searching.  Most of all, it requires old-fashioned common sense.

1986-1987

Timothy Y. Wong – There are a lot of memories from my year of clerking.  The one piece of advice that has always stuck with me came from Judge Amdahl.  He said, “Your reputation is something no one can take away from you, only you can give it away.”  I have always tried to remember that advice over the years, and it has served as a good grounding.

I also mentioned that I met my wife the year I clerked.  She was a tour guide at the Capitol, so I’ve always felt that if it weren’t for Judge Amdahl picking me to be his clerk, I never would have met her!  She later went to law school and clerked for Marianne Short and Randy Peterson on the Court of Appeals.

1991-1992

Daniel Semmens – Oh, these names, these names; relegated to the dim recesses of my mind, and now unleashed en masse like some ghastly ghost of Christmas past.  The horror of it all.  Out, I beseech you, get out of my addled mind.  

Having said that, if you do have a get together, let me know on the very outside chance I might be able to depart my remote outpost and partake of the pleasures of the big city.  It would be fun to see you all and recount the halcyon days of our clerkships.

Carolyn Brue – I clerked for Justice Somonett from 1991-1992.  He remains the most significant mentor I have had in my legal career.  He was principled – he studied the law and he didn’t move from precedent easily, yet he also thought hard about policy and what was right or just and where the law ought to be.  From a personal standpoint, I have worked with few people as humble and caring.  I was pregnant with our first child while clerking for Justice Simonett and ended up leaving the clerkship a bit early when our son was born.  The Judge was one of the first visitors, giving me a card I still cherish; more than most, he seemed to understand the practice of law had its incredible benefits of intellectual challenge and opportunities to help people or businesses in accomplishing objectives and opportunities to frame public policy and yet all of the legal pursuits were balanced against the desire to have a balanced life that included a family.  It sounds cliché, but I think of Justice Simonett as one of the most human people I have ever known.

I felt fortunate that my group of clerks clicked, that we had fun learning to work with the justices and each other.  I subsequently clerked for the Federal Appellate Court, where my experience of the camaraderie of the clerks was far less.

While my professional experience has not been doing appellate work, I believe that the chance to clerk is among the best opportunities for new law school graduates and an experience I continue to hold as a highlight of my legal career.

1993-1994

Jenneane Jansen – I continue to be friendly with several of the former clerks from my year.  We get together at least once a year for lunch at the Historical Society (or as my judge called it, the Hysterical Society) with Justices Keith and Simonett, and we always end up talking a fair amount about the law, politics, etc.  

Clerking changed my professional life, to be honest.  Before I clerked I never saw myself as anything but a public-interest lawyer.  I always gravitated toward public policy issues in law school (criminal cases, child welfare cases, immigration law, etc.) and I couldn’t possibly see myself doing civil practice because it was “just about money” in my mind.  And then I clerked and my judge was assigned a big, nasty, insurance coverage matter that raised a number of novel legal questions and I just LOVED it.  I realized that public policy is everywhere, it isn’t just in the criminal and other matters.  I also realized that I LOVED the variety of subject matter that we had as clerks.  We saw a lot of criminal cases, family law cases, juvenile cases, etc., but there was also a healthy dose of civil, as well, and something about that really struck my fancy.  

After clerking, I was briefly in a private plaintiffs’ side firm that was a poor fit, and then I gravitated toward what I always expected to do, which was public-interest law.  I was a public defender for three years, and there were many things about that that I liked very much.  I actually liked many of my clients and my adversaries.  Mainly I like the collegiality.  The assistant public defenders and assistant attorney generals have a very good working relationship, and I thought that was terrific.  (In fact, I didn’t quite realize how unusual it was until I got into civil practice.)  We were also helping to design a new system of hearings for community notification cases for sex offenders (the statute was brand new) and that was very interesting, challenging, and exciting.  But after about three years of that, I realized that the sameness of the legal issues was wearing on me, and I began thinking about a change.  And that’s when I learned about an opening at Meagher & Geer in the appellate group.  Here I am, ten years later, a partner in a mid-sized private law firm who uses the phrase “business interests” in pleadings without blinking.  It would not have happened if Chief Justice Keith had not for some strange reason taken a fancy to me.

Jeff Oxley – New computers were installed during my year with network capabilities.  I fondly recall playing hearts with fellow clerks, each of us in our own office.  It was very special when Justice Page joined in.  I loved being a clerk.  The Court was a fun place to work and the Justices were great teachers and mentors.

1995-1996

Gregory Gisvold – My experience as a law clerk remains one of the best aspects of my legal career.  While exposed to a variety of legal issues, hands on training and day-to-day contact with the court, and rigor of the court’s expectations of its clerks served me well in my practice, it continues to play a central role in my work today.  I no longer formally practice law, but instead promote democracy and good governance in developing countries overseas.  I frequently engage in judicial reform.  For example, I spent last April in Indonesia working with its Supreme Court on a program to reform how the Court administers its subsidiary courts throughout the country.  My prior service as a clerk gives me a level of immediate credibility with the justices before I began putting them through the paces of developing a new ethics code (an uncomfortable role for judges without a tradition of accountability).  I also work frequently with judges and lawyers from the U.S., who value my clerking experience as a credential that I know what I’m talking about when I put their American experience to work on how the rule of law does or doesn’t work in, say, Egypt.  I also draw on my time at the court for inspiration – I used a case I remembered from my service as the starting point for developing a mock trial program for law students in the West Bank last year.

Michael Pahl – I loved clerking for the Minnesota Supreme Court.  I enjoyed focusing on cutting-edge legal issues and learning about substantive law in the State.  I had two great judges to work for, Sandy Keith and Paul Anderson, who were not only great lawyers and educators, but friends.  I can honestly say it was one of my proudest achievements to have served my state and its distinguished court.

1996-1997

Adam Samaha – As I saw it, the position called for rigorous thought, attention to detail, and a willingness to facilitate sound decisions.  But thankfully the job could be done without assuming excessive responsibility for judgments that a young lawyer is neither prepared nor entitled to make.  I am deeply grateful for the opportunity, and to my boss, Sandy Keith.  I like to say that clerking for him was like working for the grandfather I never knew in the hardware store he never owned.  I am not exactly sure why this image fits for me.  But I remember his reaction when a lawyer told him that the problem under consideration was “theoretical, not practical.”  I remember that his position on some formalistic question of style was “I don’t care but somebody should.”  I remember his understanding of the state judiciary as a modest force among much stronger influences in social life.  And if you’re in the Minnesota Judicial Center, and you listen hard enough, you can still hear him whistling.  So you probably know what I mean.

Lisa Edison-Smith – My experience clerking for the court and especially for Chief Justice Keith was memorable.  From my initial interview with the court to drafting bench memos to shooting the breeze with the Chief in chambers, each experience I had enriched my legal experience and has informed my legal career.  Working with someone with the breadth of experience in all facets of Minnesota government that the Chief possesses was a rare treat.  Even more than that, the Chief did not stay cloistered behind his imposing chamber door.  He was willing to share the richness of his career with me and my truly gifted fellow clerk, now Professor Adam Samaha, on a daily basis.  

My writing skills were good when I came to the court, thanks to the fine writing program at Hamline Law School.  Writing bench memos and drafting opinions, however, forced me to think about every word that I wrote and the importance of each word and all punctuation to avoid any improper nuance being read into any sentence.  Justice Paul Anderson very much appreciated good writing and hard work.  He taught me something about both.  

Working with Adam Samaha gave me a glimpse into a truly gifted legal mind and the grit of someone who faced real challenges every day with immeasurable grace.  

My fellow clerks were talented, fun, funny, surprising and – I believe – surprised, at times, by me.  Although I was older than any of them and, perhaps, not from as prestigious of a law school, that was by my choice.  I believe I proved that I was as smart and talented, and perhaps the beneficiary of a few years’ life experience.  We had a wonderful time together and I cherish the memories.  

I have also cherished the few get togethers I have joined with Chief Justice Keith’s law clerks over the years, the few times I’ve seen him and the letters I’ve received from him.  I’ll count my Supreme Court clerking experience as one of the great honors of my life and point with pride to it always.

Scott E. Korzenowski – At the time I interviewed for the law clerk position, I had mixed feelings about taking the job.  I was in my mid-30s at the time and had a job offer awaiting me with Briggs and Morgan and was concerned about the significant difference between the salary I could earn at Briggs and Morgan and the salary I could earn as a law clerk.  

Upon learning that Justice Tomljanovich was offering me the job of being her law clerk, however, I “reluctantly” took the position (many people told me that I could not turn down such an honor) and I must say I never have regretted it (even when struggling to make ends meet during that year).  I now consider the year I spent working with Justice Tomljanovich as a true gift.  I learned so much working with Justice Tomljanovich and had a lot of fun doing it, as well.  I have been a much better lawyer as a result of spending time on the other side of the equation, analyzing legal arguments and observing closely as the highest court in our state rendered its decisions.

I worked on two cases that really have stuck with me through the years.  The first was a dissent that I assisted Justices Tomljanovich and Page in drafting to one of the Dennis Linehan matters, See Matter of Linehan, 557 N.W.2d 167 (Minn. 1996).  During that process, I worked closely with Adam Samaha, law clerk for Chief Justice Keith, who was drafting the majority opinion.  Adam and I exchanged many, many drafts and spent many, many hours arguing the finer points of that case.

The second case that sticks in my mind is Minnesota v. Carter, 569 N.W.2d 169 (Minn. 1997).  In that case, Justice Tomljanovich drafted the majority opinion concluding that a person who was staying in a home for a “business” reason (they were cutting up cocaine) had a reasonable expectation of privacy.  I remember telling Justice Tomljanovich that if the United States Supreme Court ever reviewed her decision, it was likely to overturn it.  Much to my surprise, the United States Supreme Court did grant certiorari and did reverse the decision.  Minnesota v. Carter, 525 U.S. 83 (1998).  I even had the opportunity to attend the oral argument for that case.

Thanks again for allowing me the opportunity to say how much my clerkship meant to me.

1997-1998
